As this collection of
pictorial photographic work cannot b^ shown in
more than a doz-n lar.. citiea In the season trie
number of societies to be admitted tit salon mem-
bership was limited to twelve.

THE WIRELESS FIGHT.— contract for long
distance wireless communication In the Wesylndles
nnd the Caribbean was not made between tne Navy
Department and th« American De Forest Company
without something of a protest from rivalconcerns.
The De Forest system trains a point by virtue of the
contract, although the naval officials say that the
new arrangement does not mean that the depart-
ment Is committed to that *vstem any more than
to another. In the. mean time, the trials of differ-
ent methods will be continued between the Brook-
lyn Navy Yard and Navesink Highlands. N. J.. and
between the latter station and naval ships at sea.
Tho trial is a competitive one for the purpose of
determining which of some eleht or nine methods
Is best adapted to the naval service. The De Forest
system willbo used In the series of stations between
Florida. Porto Rico. Cuba and Panama, mainly be-
cause It may be applied to ships «ft war without a
change In the appliances now used on board. The
rivalry between the wireless companies is keen, and
each Is attempting to outdo the others in the
demonstration of usefulness. Itwill be two months
or more before the board of government experts
reaches any conclusion. For the present the De
Forest system has the advantage.
