The change in the spirite o' the Democratic
dream 1is belleved to be due to contact with
voters since the nomination of Roosevelt and
Fairbanks.

Opposing Forces.

St. Louis, July 2.—For the first time since the
delagates to the Democratic convention hegan te
collect in this eity, a movement Jooking to united
action on the part of the anti-Parker forces
crystallized to-day, and Senator Stone, chair-
man of the Missouri delegation, stood sponsor
for it. He appears as the champion of his col-
league, Senator Cockrell, and was in conference
seyeral times to-day with leaders of what is
known as the Bryan element, and with repre-
sentatives of W. R. Hearst, Senator Gorman
and other possible candidates.

No details of these meetings were obtainable
and Senator Stone refused to discuss them. He
talked freely, however, of the necessity of
united action, saying among other things:

It is evident that Mr. Parker will enter the
convention with the votes of a majority of the
thousand delegates, and any reasonable man
shouid be able to see that if there is not an
understanding among the opposing delegations
he is likely to secure the two-thirds vote neces-
sary to nominate as soon as his strength is
made manifest. I do not believe that two-thirds
of the delegates are naturally favorable to Mr.
Parker, and so believing, 1 think his defeat can
be accomplished. In that event I think that
Senator Cockrell's avallability will become so
evidenl as to cause the convention to take him
up and give him the nomination.

Members of the Missouri delegation express
no personal aversion to Judge Parker, but they
say that his candidacy would greatly weaken
the ticket in this State, largely because of Bry-
an’s opposition to hin.

A little light shed to-day the
conferenceg that have taken place in the East
between Gorman, Guffey, McLean, Smith and
Murphy. A delegate who has been cognizant of
what took place at these conferences said that
#1 their close gne of the men participating in
them reqnarked, “Well, we are no nearer a con-
clusion thany when we first commenced to talk.”

In going over the situation they found that
even it they should enter into a combination to
tefeqr rker they would be no nearer results
than bhefore, ani some of tnem feared that the
defeat of Paorker would atford an opportunity to
rominate Cleveland.

The close of the fiscal year finds Wall Street
in a state of lethargy. It is not merely that
speculation is inactive—there is no speculation.
Yet the events of the year have been favorable;
the worst that can be said is that industry has
suffered some depression from the phenomenal
| stagndard of 1902-'2, though compared with any
other period it is unsurpassed. And exports
are ahead of the preceding vear—also the ex-
| cess of exports over imports. Agricultural con-
| ditions have been excellent. Satisfactory crops
were harvested and marketed at satisfactory
prices—notably cotton. The result is an enor-
mous addition te National wealth and buying
power. The production of gold has been on a
large scale, resulting in an immense addition to
actuwd mon2y in circulation. |
. Yet, with all these facts patent, Wall Street s
| gloomy and the public holds aloof. Studenis of the
market, however, think to discern signs of ap-
proaching change. It is evident that Hquidation
terminated some time ago, which puts an end to
bear power, for there is no money in selling
stocks short unless real holdings can be dis-
lodged. Actual holdings are not coming on the
market, nor have they been for the last six
months; speculative holdings can scarcely be
said to exist, as evidenced by the cheapness of
. money. Where are securities lodged? Evident-
y ly in the strong boxes of owners, or locked up in

The political situation still exerts some ro.

Gold in circulation a year ago
was §1.005,236,408 -on June 1, 104, it stood at
§$1,005,528 477, an increase in one year of more
than $90.000,000—eloquent testimony to the fact
that there is no scarcity of gold. During the
same year the increase in National Bank circu-
lation was below $3T.000000. a small addition
{in comparison to the gain in gold.

A gratifying feature of export trade is the
growth of exports of mauufactures. For the
eleven months ending May 31 manufactures of
exports exceeded the record year of 1900 by
317,000,000, The gain over last year was $27.-
000,000, This is superb evidence of the capacity
of American manufacturers not only to held the
markets gained, but te extend them—and the
increase would have bheen materially greater
but for th_e war in the East, which temporarily
cuts off Japanese trade. (ombined exports of
all kirds for the eleven months quoted show
the enormous surplus over imports of $437.000,-
—a sum which in one shape or another
stands to the credit of the United States abroad.
There is no food for pessimism in these asten-~
ishing figures.
