Perhaps just on account of his
cleverness, which commended itself in turn to
Queen Elizabeth, King James, King Charles and
to Oliver Cromwell, he figures in Listory as “the
great Earl of Cork.” His son was Robert Boyle,
the philosopher, to whom the world owes the air
pump &nd the first hermetically sealed thermom-
eter. s

The Lords of Cork have always been identified
to a great extent with the city from which they
take their principal title. The late earl had «f-
fected & satisfactory settlement with his tenants
there only & few weeks before his death, while his
grandfather, whom he succeeded, is favorably re-
membered by all Irish Nationalists for his efforts
to save the lives of John and Henry Bheares, sons
of a popular banker of Cork, at the time of the
Irieh revolutionary movement. It was an informer
of the name of Armstrong who swore away the
lives of the two brothers. The earl lmppened to be
aware of the antecedents of Armstrong, whom he
had known in India, where the man had been
court martialled and drummed out of the army for
a particularly disgraceful offenice., The earl en-
deavored to save the Sheareses by exposing the true
character of Armstrong. But his letters were Inter-
cepted by Leonard McNally. the infamous lawyer,
who had undertaken the defence of the Sheareses in
court, but who in reality had betrayed their case
to the Crown. The earl's letters never reached the
proper quarter. The court remained in ignorance
of the information which he had placgd at its dis-
posal, and the two Eheareses were exgouted

The late ear]! and his countess have bheen among
the most eonspicuous figures of the English great
world.

Some Relief Comes in a Heavy

Downpour of Rain.

Most every one unlucky enough to he in the
city vesterday was willlng to make oath that it
was the hottest day of the yvear.

THE ROCKEFELLER SITE.

Rumor of Contract of Excavation
for Institute.

e was a rumor yesterday that the work of
excavating on the site of the Rockefeller Institute
for Medical Research would be begun in the near
future, and that the bontract had been awarded
to the contracting firm of Thomas E. & Thomas
Crimmins.

That firm has the contract for laying out Ex-
terior-st., which begins at Sixty-fifth-st. and runs
north for many blocks. It is expected to be one
of ihe best laid streets, skirting the river.
of rock and earth about one hundred feet long and
about fifty feet high, in the route of the proposed
street, has “already been cut away. The west line
of the street will be contiguous to the last ridge
of land forming the Rockefeiler Institute tract.

It was impossible yvesterday to confirm the rumor
regarding the excavation for the institute buildings,
but it was the opinion of several persons identified
with realty transactions In the section that the
excavation work would probably be begun when that
part of Exterior-st., which borders the Rockefeller
Institute property on the west had been completed.
The Rockefeiler tract. to which John D. Rockefel-
ler took title on May 9. 193, comprises the blocks
bounded by Sixty-fourth-st. to Sixtv-seventh-st.,
Avenue A and Exterior-st.. and the block front en
the north side of Sixty-seventh-st., from Avenue
A to the East River.

Since Mr. Rockefeller took title to the property,
and especially within the last few weeks, storms
and mischievous boys have somewhat changed the
appearance of the tract. About a week ago last
Saturday a strong windstorm passed over the
property, and the old church waich stood on the
nighest point of the tract collapsed. The west wall
of the church was within a few feet of the river
bank, which descends a steep fifty foot slope into
the water. There were fourteen boys plaving in
the church when the storm struck the building.
The roof was snapped as cleanly from its supports
as if a saw had ben used. Then the sides of the
bullding fell outward, and the hoys jumped over
