Transept Entrance of “Little Church Around
the Corner” To Be Enlarged.

The old porch which has stood at the transept |
entrance of the Church of the Transflguration, the
*Little Church Around the Corner,” in East Twen-
ty-ninth-et., for nearly forty years, will soon
torr down and replaced by a new one 0 cost §LF
Jt wiill be of pure Gothic and will be surmounted
by a stone cross.

The Rev. Dr. George C. Houghton, the rector,
sald yesterday that the design for the new porch
was plain and modest, but that it would give a
decidedly Improved appearance to the transept en-
trance and yet be in keeping with the rest of the
building, and would allow many more people to |
enter and leave the church without crowding. The
present doorway and porch are in an uncomforta-
ble and weatherbeaten condition. Dr. Houghton

sald that many more people now than formerly
have reason to use the transept entrance.

The *‘Little Church Around the Corner” is the
only church In this city which has a lichgate
where at the entrance to the churchyard the fu-
neral procession pauses and a little prayer is sald,
In England and on the Continent it is customary
in some places for & bler to stand at a churchyard
gate with a porch during the reading of the intro-
ductory part of the service before it is borne inside,
