Th« writer on gxapholnpy, as R. D. Stocker
aptly remarks ln the preface to his recent book
on "The Language of Handwriting" (E. P. Put-
ton & Co.). is confronted with an uncomfortable
dilemma «n the election of the examples with
which to illustrate the truth of his theories. If
he prints the autographs of well known per-
sonages for elucidation, "some people who look
at the book casually will (very naturally) feel
Inclined to pay: 'Oh, it's easy enough to give
talents to Sir Henry Irving or vices to Charles
Peace!"

" < >n the other hand, ifhe gives the writ-
Ing of unknown individuals lie fails either to
prove his case or to Interest his readers. Prob-
-bly the most that can be said for this so-called
science, at least at this stage of Its develop-
ment, Is that "ther^ Is something in it";but it
will be hard to convince the average layman
that Mi. Btocfcer would have evolved the fol-
lowing estimate of Hawthorne's qualities from
his ehirogrsphy without the '"lead" offered by
his literary reputation:

The closing of the Lyceum Theatre in London,
preparatory to its conversion into a music ball,
l>rir.f;s up a flood of memories of the famous
playhouse which Austin Breretoo has set down
in a handsome volume, with many Illustrations,
published in London by Lawrence & Bullen. and
in this country by Mr<'lure, Phillip? & Co. As
the title. 'The Lyceum and Henry Irving." indi-
cates, the book is intended as a memorial of the
latter days of the theatre. Irving, first under
Bsteman's management, and from December ISO,
JETS, untilHa Rale. September 10. 1903, as actor-
manager. succeeded In making the Lyceum the
most notable home of the English ppoken drama
in his generation If.at the nd, he was unable
to repeat the successes of his prime, he de-
rerves no less credit for the impetus he gave to
the adequate presentation of the drama in Kng-
land and America.
