Coney: Island Grants Better Terms—
Recognizes Union.

By the terms of the annual agreement between
the offcers of the Coney Island and Brooklyn
Rallroad .nd the employes, which was signed last
Thursday, the company makes some valuable con-
cessions

motormen or cozductars who do not delong to the
union. The men have been working for this con-
cession for years. and now the dozen or more non-
union employes will have 10 join the union or look
for work elsewhere.
