THE SETTLEMENT UNSETTLED.

~  Thoe renewal of the meat strike seems to have
_resulted in part from a2 misunderstanding for
" which the packers are not responsible. When
the strikers appeared for work yesterday morn- |
ing they were surprised to discover that many
" of themn were not needed. Thereupon ihey re-
ported to their lcaders, whe promptly declared
that theagreement had been violated and crdered
all the union men out again. 1t is not strange,
perhaps, that the strikers thought that all, or
unearly all, of them would he put to work at
_once, for the Associated Press dispatch from
~Chicago describing the settlement,qwhich was
“printed en Thursday worning, explicitly said
1hat the packers bad agreed to reinstate all the
old employes within forty-five days, and the
union leaders Lad been steadily asserting that
only a few new men had been secured since the
_ beginning of the strike. If the strikers were
- deceived as 10 these two points, they had rea-
son to suppose that there would be an immedi-
ate demand for the services of a great majority
of those who applied for their old places; but it
is hard 10 see how the misinterpretation of the
terms of settlemen: came about, for they con-
tain this plain provision: *“The packing com-
“papies signing this agreement to retain all em-
“ployes now at work who wish to remain, and
“will re-employ all employes now out as fast as
“'possible, without discrimination.”

RUSSIA’S RECESSION.

Ounr Lope of yesterday. that Great Britain and
lussin wonid sct with reason in the case of the
Malacea, seems to be realized to-day. The Rus-
sian government has, according to dispatches,
receded from the extreme attitudz which it at
first assnmed, or which some of its nava! offi-
eers assumed.  Instead of incontinently and au-
tocratically rushing the British steamer off to 2
Russian port, to be passed upon by a Russian
conrt, it has agreed 1o take her to the nearest
nentral port, there to put her through a formal
investigation in the presence of British officers,
and then to restore her to her owners. It is
added that Russia promises there shall be no
more such seizures. and it is assumed that
proper pecuniary reparation will be made for
the detention of the vessel. This, we need
searcely add, is as it should be-——always assum-
ing that the Malacea wds innocent of carrying
contrabayd of war. We ecan readily understand
how some humptious, ambitions and ignorant
Russicu officer could put the Russian govern-
ment into a false position. (The ignorance of
the officer in question is indicated by the re-
perted fact that he did not know the meaning
of the “broad arrow” mark on the Malacca's
carzo’) But the Russian government can well
afford to disavow such acts. Indeed, it could
scarcely afford not to disavow them.

It is agreeable to see a disposition upon the
part of the British governinent to accept such

recession on the part of Russia and to make
such settlement as easy, rather than as diffl-
cult. as possible. Nothing could be much more
offensite or intolerable to Great Britain than
the unjust seizure of her commerce and the vio-
lation of her flag. Yet nothing could be more
becoming in Ler than a gracious acceptance of
the apologies and amends of an unintentional
offender. The might of Britain at sea is so
overwhelming that she can afford to be gener-
ons, especially if she is also strong in the con-
sciousness of the entire blamelessness of her
commerce, The impassloned impulses of some
to regard the Russian volunteer ships as pirates

i and to take the Malacca from them by foree

might easily, however, have been obeved. Great
Britain was strong enough to do it; but it was
better to do as Mr. Balfour and Lord Lansdowne
and their colleagues and lieutenants have done,
in waiting patiently a few hours and giving Rus-
sia a chance to recede into reasonableness.

The question of the status of the Russlan
chips, which was temporarily waived, may now
come up. It is to he assumed that it will, for
it is an important one and needs to be settled
authoritatively. So far as we have perceived,
opinion is against Russia in the matter. Her
chief justification seems to be that hitherto, in
time of peace, she has often sent those ships
through the Straits. Undoubtedly, and perhaps
with entire propriety; for they came through as
merchant ships, and remained merchant ships
after they had got out. It is a very different
thing, however, for them to come through as
merchant ships, in time of war, and then, the
moment they get out, to transform themselves
inte warships. Suppose Great Britain should
send in a lot of vesscls under merchantman
flags, and the momeut they zot into the Euxine
man up the bhattleflag and reveal them to he
fully equipped warships. It seems probabie
that Russia wonld regard such an act as a vio-
lation of the treaty. There is a rumor tha
Russia has decided to recall the volunteer steam-
ers and to send no more out. Such a poliey
mizht be the most profitable she could pursne.

OTCR COMMERCE AND THFE WAR.

Ameriean interest in the Red Sea episode has
thus far been chiefly academic. We have prac-
tically no commerce in those waters, and there
has thus heen no dacger of Russian interfer-
ence with our flag. We have heen abie, there-
fore. to take a somewhat detached aud dis-
interested view of the Kussian seizures of
British and German ships. But with the
latest exploit of the Viadivestok squadron the
scene is radically changed. It is possible those
ships have gone into the Pacific to play the
€ame part that the volunteer tleet is playing in
the Red Sea. Now, the United States has a
very large commerce with Japan across the Pa-
cific Ocean, and it may be that those Vladi-
vostok ships will attempt to interfere with it,
or with such part of it as may be contra-
bend of war. We are not sure that such a
course would be a wise one, because Japan
fe not at all dependent upon such contraband
supplies 28 she may be getting from us—if she
is gettingz any, which we are inclined to doubt-—
and the interference with cominerce would cost
Rw-zia more in eentiment than she would gain
i+ material effect. Nevertheless, if Russia
W =hes to establish espionage over commeree in
iue Pacific, she has an nndoubted right to do
so, within the limifs {ndicated by the law of
nations.,

With the status of the Russian ships there
can be no quarrel. Theyr are unquestionably le-
gitimate warships of the Russian navy, and as
such are entitled fo exercise belligerent rights
and powers. The question is concerning the
status of onr commerce, Is any part of it con-
traband? Tbat is a question to be answered
according to treaty and to recognized prineciples
and practice of international law. It {s not
within Russia’s power, or that of any nation, to
make a thing contraband by her single and

correct princtple when he said that “nothing
“can justly e regarded as coniraband unless
“so regarded by the law of nations or by ex-
“press convention between certain parties.”
And again: “As belligerents are authorized to

“traband articles, it is plain that they gione can-
“not define in what contraband consists.’
That !s to say, Russia alone would have no
right to say that certain articles of American
commerce with Japan were contraband, and
she would have no right to seize as contraband
any articles which she alone regarded as such.
Now, practically the only articles of American
export to Japan with which Russia might wish
to interfere are provisions and oil. It is not to
\be suppesed that Japan is getting arms and am-
munition from us, or from any other nation.
She has no need to do so. She can produce all
such things, and all military supplies, at home,
But she does purchase meat and grain and oi]
from us. Would it be legitimate for Russia to
Interfere with such trade? It is difficult to soe
on what ground. Russia has declared oll to he
contraband. But her sole declaration does not
make it so, and we have no recollection of iis

il

havicg been made so by common international

The President’s proclamation of neutrality in
this war warned Americans of the peril of ship-
ping cantraband goods, but did not, of course,
define such gocds. The Russian proclamation
of rules of war did assnme to do so. It pro-
scribed as econtraband of war “every kind of
fuel, such as coal, naplitha, spivits,” etc., and
“everrthing intended for warfare on land or
“on sea; also rice, foodstuffs, horses, beasts of
“burden, and any other animals intended for
“war purposes if they are sent at the enemy’s
“post or order.” It is not entirely clear whether

that rule attempts to make all foodstuffs inva- |

rinbly contraband. But It does seem clear that
such interpretation and application of it would
not escape challenge.
