BOTII RAP POLICE HARD.

W hitman and Ommen Criticise Them
for Arresting TWomen.

Two city magistrates, Whitman and Ommen, yes-
terday criticised the police with especial severity
for what they considered the indiscriminate arrest
of women on the street. A large number of women
were arralgned before Magistrate Whitman in the
Yorkville court. After hearing one or two cases
he suspended the hearings until he telephoned to
Captain MecDermott and Inspector Schmittherger
to appear in court; but neither officlal appeared.
“If the Police Commissioner wants to stand for
this kind of conduct T will not,” remarked the
Court.

The first case was one which Detective Gilmartin
had. The defendant was a Cuban, Mra. Mary
Proverdeer, of No. 135 East Thirteenth-st. The
woman’'s husband is an employe at the Hotel
America, at Irving Place and Fifteenth-st. 8She
was arrested in Third-ave. shortly before § p. m,,
charged@ with soliciting. Through an Interpreter
she denounced her arrest. lHer hushand was in
court with their baby in his arms. He told Magis-
trate Whitman that his wife had culled to
him at the hotel and was returning home. She
stopped to look in a store window, he sald, when

u‘rllmnr‘;ln arrested her. She was promptly dis-
charged,

Tha case that made Magistrate Ommen, In the
Jefferson Market pollce court, extremely angry
was that of a young Spanish woman who was
arrested on the charge of disorderly conduct. The
policeman testificd that he saw the woman acting
suspiclously at Thirteenth-st, and Fourth-ave. yes-
terday afterioon. She said that she had never
been arrested before, and her whole action was
an entirely Innocent onc.  Magistrate Ommen asked
the policeman if he conld swear that the woman
was a “common prostitute,’”’ as stated in the
complaint. Ha admitted he could not, nor could
ke swear to other allegations in the complaint

The magistrate declared: “The police of this city
lock people up and they shoot people—all on sus-
picion. It is better that fifty women should be
going up and down soliciting men in the street than
that one Innocent woman should be arrvested in the
way this woman has been.” The magistrate then
discharged her.

Busin®ss men on both sides of Hroadway at
Exchange Place opposed the plan of a hridge thera
at first, declaring that it would interfere too much
with traffic in the thoroughfare, but they with-
drew opposition on the assurance from Mr. Rice
that the bridge would hasten the work and that
great care would be taken to keep the surface of
Broadway st that point in good condition for
traffic. The hoisting derricks at the third bridge
are tn operated by electric motors, it is gald,
and they will make comparatively littla notse.
