Mrs. Ri -liter had been In trouble for some time,

owlnp to the death of her husband, for many years
superintendent of the works of the Flelschmann

Yeast company, in this city, and ft,< loss of her

son's position with the some concern. Mrs. Horo-

witz. Mrs. Richter says, promised her that sh«

would secure a cood place of investment for her
money and would get her son's place back. When
she consulted Horowitz be told her. aba says, that

he was the confidant and beneficiary of the band
of forty "spirits," who would do anything be asked
them to do. but that they must be propitiated by
presents of good hard cash. She and her daughter
finally paid 11.100, she says, but then stopped send-
ing money. Horowitz came to her and said to
her. sho declares, that the spirits were angry, arid
wanted more money. Mrs. Richter was not im-
pressed this time, and Horowitz added the threat,
sh« says, that If she took the case to the police
she would drop dead, and that the. judee who
heard the case would drop dead.

Yesterday Magistrate Baker told Mrs. Kiohter
that she would have to bring her daughter as *.

witness.
Horowitz and his wife have denied any criminal

intent toward .Mrs. Richter.
