Tokio, Aug. 11.—Evidently driven to sea by the
fire of the Japanese land batteries, the Russian
fleet emerged from Port Arthur yesterday morn-

ing.

Admiral Togo immediately closed In and
opened a severe engagement, which lasted until
nightfail.

Afterward the Japanese destroyers and tor-
pedo fiotillas delivered a series of attacks. The
Japanese fleet withdrew during the night.

A guardship stationed off the harbor reported
that she saw at dawn to-day the battleships
Retvizan and Pobleda steaming toward the har-
bor of Port Arthur.

It is thought here that the Russlans attempted
to escape seaward, frem base which is no
Jonger tenable, but that they again refused to
attempt 1o force Admiral Togo's line.

SHELLS FALL IN TOWN.

Japanesc Guns on Wolf Hills Active
Taku-Shan Retaken.

Che-Foo, Aug. 11.-—Captain Shestakovsky, of
the destroyer Ryeshitelni, which arrived here
to-day, said that the recent firing heard at Che-
Foo evidently came from Port Arthur, where
the Japanese continue to attack dally with
scarcely less energy than they manifested dur-
ing the severe three days’' fighting in the lat-
ter part of July.

Several civillans have been hurt,
One shell hit an oll store house under Golden
Hill. Five hundred =ailors vainiy attempted to
extinguish the fire it caused

The Russtan battleship Retvizan was hit sev-
enteen times in the recent hbombardment of Port
Arthur. hut was only slightly damaged.

The Japaness fleet has been directing its fire
against the dockyards at Port Arthur. One
hundred shells dropped on a spot from which
a powder magazine had recently been removed.

The Japanese troops are reported to be lack-
ing sufficient large guns. The present supply
is mostly from the fleet.

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THE DISABLED CHIYODA IN PORT.

Cruiser Damaged by a Russian Mine Reaches
Japanese Base.

London, Aug. 12.—The Bhanghal correspondent
of “The Dally Mail” says the Japanese crulser
Chivoda, which was damaged by a Russian mine
off Port Arthur on July 26, has suceceeded in
reaching a Japaness Lase.

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ARABIA A TEST CASE.

MR. HAY TAKES IT UP.

Firmly Insisting That Foodstuffs
Are Not Contraband of War.

Washington, Aug. 11.—Ambassador McCor-
mick to-day sent to the State Department by
cable the first official report it has had of the
resuits of the work of the prize court at Viadi-
vostok in the case of the steamer Arabia. Tha
stgtement is in line with newspaper reports of
the court's findings, and In substance s that
the selzure of the Arablia was regular and
justifiable; that a portion of the cargo, con-
sisting of rajlway material and flour, welghing
zabout 2,306,000 pounds, destined to various
commercial houses in Japan, constituted con-
traband of war; that the rest of the cargo,
consisting of flour and varlous objects weigh-
ing about 5,700,000 pounds, destined for neutral
ports, was not contraband of war; that Iinas-
much as less than one-haif of her cargo was
contraband, the ship herself was not liable to
confiscation, and the Arabia, with the rest of
the cargo not liable to confiscation, has bheen
ordered released.

With thls official statement as a basis, Sec-
retary Hay has now taken the case in hand,
with a view to making a test that shall be
final of the right of a belligerent to seize food-
stuffs not directly consigned to the forces of
another belligerent. The State Department
firmly Insists that such goods are not contra-
band, and will endeavor to press this view on
the Russian government, which, it it accepts
the contention, will release the selzed goods or
pay for them.

LEAVING BLACK SEA.

Two of Fleet Said to Have Passed
the Dardanelles.

London, Aug. 12.—The Brussels correspondent
of “The Daily Telegraph” declares that two ves-
sels of the Russian Black Sea fleet have already
passed the Dardanelles without the fnterposition
of any difficulty on the part of the Turkish gov-
ernment,

THE VOLUNTEER FLEET.

Russian Commission to Decide on
Status of the Vessels.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 11.—A commission com-
posed of high officials has been appointed to ex-
amine the status of the volunteer fleet accord-
ing to international law. The commission in-
ciudes Professor de Martens, professor of in-
ternational law at the University of St. Paters-
burg, who has likewise been delegated to sit
in the Admiralty Council, which will hear ap-
peals against the capture of neutral merchant-
men.

DEFINITION GREATLY SIMPLIFIED

As to the “more serious question" of Russian
views of contraband:of war, the Forelgn Secra-
tary polnted out that the regulations issued by
Russia at the beginning of the war greatly
amplified the definition of contraband hitherto
accepted by Great Britain, and, he believed,
by most other countries; the enlarged definition
including such articles as coal, alcohol, rice and

tention of Russia to the gravity of the question,
referring particularly to the inclusion of pro-
visions, in which England was very largely in-
terested, among the articles regarded as “‘un-
conditionally contraband of war."”

The British government had pointed out that
this inclusion was a serious innovation, and
stated that ly. was bound {o assert its rights by
protesting against the doctrine that it waas op-
tional for a belligerent to decide on what articles
should be dealt with as contraband, regardless
of well established rights and usages. The gov-
ernment had informed Russia that it refused w0
consider itself bound to regard as valid the
decision of any prize court violating these
rights, or which failed to act in conformity
with recognized principles of international law.
The effect of these severe rules had been greatly
intensified by the exceptional measures taken
to enforce them, as in the case of the Knight
Commander.

RUSBIAN VIEW NEVER ACCEPTED.

The government had been given to understand
that Russia consldered that it was within the
rights of a belligerent to destroy a captured
neutral vessel, whether she carried contraband
or not. This country had never accepted sych
a view, and Lord Lansdowne belleved it had
bheen refused by other powers. It certainly had
uot besn accopted by the Lf_nlted States. The

British government, therefore, was unable to !
admit that the sinking of the Knight Com-
mander was justifiable according to any of the
principles of international law by which this
country had ever itself bound.

If the St. Petersburg court reversed the de-
cisfon of the Vladivostok prize court it would be
a matter for congratulation. But, anyway, the
government had refused to admit that the de-
struction of the Knight Commander was justi-
fled or that the proceedings of the prize court
were valid.

Count Renckendorff, the Russian Ambassador
to Great Britdain, called at the Foreign Office
yesterday afternoon and conferred for an hour
with Foreign Secretary Lansdowne.

PROBLEMS

STATE FIGHT A PUZZLER.

Gorman Jiay Visit Roscmount To-
day—Tall: of Governorship.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Esopus, N. Y., Aug. ll.—Senator Arthur Pue
Gorman, of Maryland, is belived to be the mys-
terious visitor expected to-morrow and about whoee
coming the usual Rosemount air of mystery is pre-
served. It is known that Senator Gorman was to
pass here on his way to Saratoga this week. Evi-
dently the hope here is that he will leave the train,
although he has already declined #n invitation.
Richard Olney is another who Is sure to be wel-
comed if he finally relents and accepts an invita-
tion, for, now that his address is delivered, Judge
Parker is ready to welcome all comers, certaln
that he will receive all the cred!t for his aeceptance
speech.

But with this address out of the way, two serious
probiems le awaiting Judge Parker's immediate
attention. First, there is the question of the nom-
ination of his successor on the Court of Appeals
bench, and also a successor to Judge Celora E.
Martin. The candidate has steadily manifested the
keenest interest in the theory that polities should
be kept out of the Court of Appeals, and realizes
that if the Republicans nominate Judge Cullen for
chief judge and Judge Werner for associate judge
it will be exceedingly dangerous to permit the
Democratic State Convention to do otherwise, That
the convention, swayed by the ambitions of At-
torney General John Cunneen and his friends,
notably State Committeeman Norman E. Mack, of
Ruffalo, may decline to do this, Is regarded here
as a possibility. But such action will be certain
to provoke a storm, and it Is as sure as such things
can be that if the Republicans nominate both
judges the Democrats will be obliged to follow
suit. If an attempt is made to nominate Judge
Werner for chief judge, then the Demeocrats will
beyond any question make an out and out fight
for both places. 1If the Republicans nominate
Judge Cullen for Judge Martin's place, he will
decline and make the fight for the chief judge's
pesition on the Democratic ticket. This seems to
be the generally accepted opinion. It was strongly
voiced yesterday by a number of up-State Demeo-
crats, who concurred in the opinion that the nom-
fnation of Judge Culien for the first place and Judge
Warner for the associate seat by the Republicans
would be so strong an evidence of the desire of
that party to keep the bench out of pelitics that
the Democrats could not escape following thelr
exampie.

The second probiem is that of the Governorship.
McClellan !s safely outside the pale. The Tam-
many lieader, quoted in this morning Tribune in a
Saratoga dispatch, who declared that Charles F.
Murphy could net afford to let Charles V. Fornes
become Mayor, expressed an opinion heard yes-
terday In quarters that seemed authoritative. John

He made a mag-
nificent straddle on the labor question. I know
& number of people in Orange and Ulster coun-
ties who were favorably disposed toward the
judge a week ago but who now are dead against
him, and all on account of his speech.”

“The judge's speech was Illke everything
from the Court of Appeals bench—mild,” sald
Louis F. Payn. “The speech was a great dis-
appeintment ou the labor question. This try-
ing to split the difference never succeeds with
the American voters. They want one thing or
the other. The people always catch on. Roose-
