As cancer s a disease which occurs meore fre-
quently in women than in men, the proposed in-
stitution will be a hospital for women. It wiil be
known e&s the Fairhaven Banatorium, and it is
hoped that the mame may be justified and that it
may prove a beautiful haven of rest for
weary sufferers at the end of the voyage of life.

There is at the present time only one hospital in
New-York which admits incurable cancer patients,
This is the Moptifiore Hospital for the treatment of
&li incurable diseases. The general hospitals ad-
mit cancer patients for operation only, and the
lengtl of time that any such patient can remain
is necessarily limited. For inoperable cases occur-
ring eitlier emong the destitute classes or emong
the well to do almost no provision is made.

SOME “STAR” RECIPES.

Favorite and Delicious Dishes Made by
Well Known Actors.

Most men think they could Ty a house better
than the mistress thereof, just as most men are
sure they could ed!t their daily paper better than
the editor. It was, therefore, quite appropriate
that “Goed Housekeeping’' should give man a
chance to air his opinions and discoveries in an
{ssue devoted entirely to himself, as |s the Septem-
ber number of that magazine. Written entirely |
by men, it is decidedly interesting, and not a lit-
tla amusing in spots. Favorite recipes of ‘“star”
cooks, for instance, consist of recipes contributed
by such men as Willlam H. Crane, David Belasco,
Henry Miller, Arnold Daly and Robert Edeson.

Appropriately encugh, Mr. Crane's contribution
takes the form c¢f a David Harum pot roast; Mr.
Belasco has singled out a salmi of goose, and Mr.
Miller finnan haddie and fried peppers. Arnold
Daly writes a characteristic little essay before
presenting what he terms a ‘“‘Candida™ recipe.

Here it {s: “My favorite recipe for a hot bite
after the performance is to mix three tablespoon-
fuls of grated cheese, one tablespoonful of butter
and then sift in some onion filnely chopped, and
sprinkle with paprika and salt, and pour it all into
the chafing dish, which should be hot, and then
stir it until the cheese is melted. Then I pour in
six eggs and stir untl they are cooked. This,
served on toast, makes an after-theatre dish which
has won me the envy of some of my fairest friends
and & good many nuisances among the fellows, for
somehow actors never séem to have enough of
anything.”

Crab meat and mushroome, Mr. Edeson's offer-
ing, is somewhat more pretentious. ““Take two
cupfulz of crab meat, cut into dice,”” he instructs,
“and half a canfu! of mushrooms, cut into dice of
the same size. Maks a sauce of two tablespoon-

fuis of butter and one hLeaping tablespocnful of
flour, stirred until smooth. Mix the crab meat and
mushrooms well together, season with paprika
salt " and dash of onion juice. Turn Into the
smoking sauce, cook th minutes, then remove
from the flame.

ANOTHER OCCUPATION.

It has been sald that a new professlon, that of
the “welfare manager.,” has sprung into being, in
the eupervision of work for the welfare of em-
ployes in large establishments. Of the qualifica-
tions and duties of this occupation, Miss Gertrude
Beeks, who has devoted two years to its pursuit,
in an establishment of more than 15,000 employes,
says in "“The Monthly Review' of the National
Civic Federation, of wnose welfare d‘partment she
IS secretary:

“A general rule for all welfare work in large
concerns is that its successful conduct requires the
employment of a welfare manager. This manager
shauld not ouly possess tact, executive ability, com-
mon sense, acquaintaince with local jealousles and
sometimes witn racial prejudices, but a knowledge
of industrial subjects. He must regcognize and in
no way interfere with the authority of the superin-
tendents, who are responsible for the successful
operation of their departments, the administration
of labor, and the muintaining of discipline. He
must gain in advance their full approval of each
effort, and use every proper method to enlist their
full co-operation. e must have the patience to
endure the slow reallzauon of his plans. In time
it will become evident that they are for the benefit
of all, of the employer and of the executive chiefs
as well as of the mass of employes.

“Many employers would Introduce welfare work
into thelr establishments were it not for the time
and troubls needed for its organization. The em-
ployment of a welfare manager removes this ob-
Successful prosecution of welfare work re-
centration of responsibility. All of fits
branches must be under the supervision of one per-
son, or efforts in different directions may conflict.

attention. Pressure of dally business routine usu-
ally relegates welfare work to the last considera-
tion.
