SAYS CANADIANS ARE AMERICANS.

Member of Alaskan Boundary Commission
Declares Hay's Note Was Hardly Kind.

The Lucania, which arrived Yesterday, brought
among other passengers Rodolphe de Lemlieux,
Solicitor General for Canada; Walter Maxwell, a di-
regtor of the Cunard Lina; Charles M. and Ronald
Ramsay, brothers of the Earl of Dalhousie, who
came here on a visit; David Montgomery, of “The
Wizard of Oz company; Dion Bouclcault and A.
B. Aylesworth, a Toronto lawyer and a member
of the Alaskan Boundary Commission. Mr. Ayles-
worth went abroad seven weeks ago on legal busj-
ness.
