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SEARCH FOR BANDIIS.

Wour Men Arrested for Hold-up
Discharged—FPosses Active.

Montclalr, N. J., Aug. % (Special).—TFour Italians
wrere arrested at Little Falls this morning on sus-
picion of having been connected with the robbery
¢<f Paymaster White at Cedar Grove yesterday
moraing. They seemed in haste to reach Paterson.
Constable Thompson, with the ald of a few citizens,
Jodged them In the old school house. Thompson
called upon Justice of the Peace “Jim" Stesle, a
former Paterson policeman, and the court at once
begen an investigation.

The Italians were found to be the possessors of
considerable money. They could not glve their
names intelligibly, but one of them reluctantiy
disciosed a roil of money—$133. The three others
had sums ranging from $70 to §% each. One of them
spoke English well enough to inform the justice
that they were innocent, and Frank Francisco,
proprietor of a neighboring stone quarry, identi-
fisd three of the mcn as former employes. They
were paid off last night and are on their way to
Jtaly. The other worked for Wright & Lindsley,
contractors, thé senlor partner of which f'irm was
held up at Montclair Helgibte, about two miles from
westerday's robbery, early in June, and robbed of
$800 and a gold watch. All were discharged. Forty
men weres cngaged by the O'Rourke company to
scour the woods yesterday, until far into the night.,
and the superintendents at the office to-day were
thoroughly exhausted from fatigue. The men found
two masks, ;
and the other of dark blue veiling.

Sincs the holdup it has developed that Charles
Sherry, 2 boy of about sixteen, employed by the
ORnu:'ke company, drove the snperlmcn.dent down
to the train upon which Pavmaster White and his
egcort, Harrison Taft, arrived. The boy noticed
three men by the roadside ag he drove to th_q sta-
tion, but paid no attention to them. He did not
drive back with the party.

PANIC AMONG BETTORS.

Dynamite at Hawthorne Track In-
jures Three—Plot of Thieves.

Chicago, Aug. 25.—By the explosion of some
dynamite caps and in the panic that followed it
1hree persons were injured this afternoon at
the Hawthorne racetrack. It is supposed that
the caps were thrown on the floor of the bet-
ting ring with the idea of creating a panic,
when the cash boxes of the bookmakers might
be robbed. An attempt was made to rob one
bookmaker, but it failed.

The injured are: Frank Williams, left foot
lacerated; Mitchell Bruno, right foot lacerated,
and A. M. McGill, who received a severe scalp
wound and was badly bruised. None of the in-
jured are seriously hurt.

The first explosion was caused by Willlams,
who, while walking through the east side of
the ring, stepped on a cap, which exploded, tear-
$ng off his shoe and lacerating his foot severe- |
1y. He fell to the floor with a cry, and instantly |
there was 2 shout that an insane man was dis-
charging his revolver at random. Immediately
there was a wild panic, and, while the book-
makers, seizing their cash boxes, bent low in
thelr booths, the crowds rushed across to the
south side of the ring in the effort to escape.
Just as the thick of the throng reached this
side of the ring somebody trod on another cap,
and the crowd tore back to the place where it
had started on the first run, McGill was
knocked down in this rush, and was trampied
upon.

A third exnlosion took place some minutes
&fter the panic had been allayed.
Just beneath & chair on which Bruno was sit-
ting, threw him to the floor, and a portion of the
cap, striking his foot, tore it badly.

While the excitement was at its height a man
made an effort to grab the cash box of a book-
maker doing business under the name of (he
Chicago Ciub. He was knocked down by a
c'erk, and ran away before he could be ar-
vested. A search of the betting ring made after
the injured had been removed revealed a num-
ber of caps lying about the fioor,

There is no clew to the identity of the persons
who placed the caps in the ring.

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THE RESULT OF 4 PLOT.

Colorado Deportation to Injure Re-
publicans, It Is Said.

{BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Denver, Aug. 25.—It was given out at the
State House t6-day that the deportation of four-
teen men at Cripple Creck last Saturday night
was the result of a plot hatched between the
Democratic leaders and the officials of the West-
ern Federation of Miners, chiefly for political
effect, and with the view of injuring the Re-
publicans. It was aiso stated that Governor
Peabody had been busily securing evidence re-
garding the alleged plot since Saturday and that
he would soon have the proofs ready for pub-
lication.

The officials’ participation in the plot, it was
declared, was on the understanding that Post-
master Sullivan, of Cripple Creek, was to be de-
ported, but the Postmaster's illness saved him.
The officers figured that the deportation of the
Postmaster would cause the sending of federal
troops to the district, a move long urged by the
Federatlon.

SHOW FOR ATLANTIC CITY.

A Lune Park To Be Built There—
Thompson’s Plans.

HORSES FOR CIRCUS HERE.

Trefleric Thompson, of Luna Park, who returned
from Europe on the Deutschiand yesterday, an-
nounced last night that an amusement park, bullt
on the same lines as Luna Park, will be opened
at Atlantic City next summer. Sald he:

“The plans are ready, and we will begin work
as soon as a few details have been agreed om,
when we will make further announcement.

varfous amusement plans, but T did not enter into
any show plans with him.

“Luna Park will be practically rebullt in the win-
ter, but it will remain closed until next summer.

In a few days a serieg of carnivals will be given in
the park, when a spectacular procession and a
number of high class outdoor attractions will be
shown on the grounds. The carnivals will be re-
peated for several consecutive days, and will rival
the splendor of the Delhi Durbar.”

Speaking of the work done on his =ix weeks
abroad and of his plans for his new hippodrome, in
Sixth-ave., from f’(-rt\‘-third to Forty-fourth st.,
Mr. Thompson said that he had contracted for the
complete stable of one of the largest circuses of
Germany, including horses, wild animals, trained
no:111als. elephants, ete.
