Federal authorities are disposed to be harsh
toward offenders because of their nationality,

despite reports to that effect broadly circulated
throughout the Italian colony. But both officials

say th* offer must not be Interpreted to mean

that all prosecution of the holders of illegalcer-

tificates of citizenship will be suspended for the
next thirty days. On the contrary, prosecutions

will continue throughout the month with un-

abated vigor.

Accordingly, a manifesto waa issued, on the

tember 25. thirty daya after the date of the

manifesto.

May Surrender Bogus Citizen
Papers Without Prosecution.

As the result of a conference between, th-

edltors of the two Italian newspapers. 'El
Progresso" and the "Bollettino." the Superin-

tendent of Elections. George W. Morgan, and
Joe! M. Marx and Clarence S. Houghton. As-
sistant United States District Attorneys, an ar-
rangement has been made to protect a large

number of Italians who have citizenship papers
fraudulently issued and illegally obtained. Mr.
Morgan and Mr.Marx say they recognize that
many of the holders of the fraudulent certifi-

cates of citizenship have been lmposed-on by un-
scrupulous countrymen. "While the Italians were
technically guilty,still they were willingto give

them an opportunity to surrender the illegal
documents, and thereby save themselves from

arrest and conviction.
