Men in Broadway declared last night that the
Tenderloin is as wide open as ever as regards
gambling, and that it would remain so while cer-
tain conditions existed.

Saul Captain Cottrel!. hastily: "No. sir; no
trouble at all. Everything is harmonious between
myself and the Inspector's office.

The only new strikes were, those
of the Journeymen stone cutters, which were or-
dered on a number of buildings.

The Employing Plasterers' Association and the

Electrical Contractors' Association are advertising
for men in cities outside New-York to take tho
strikers' places. Lottie headway was made In
getting new men. as the employers want to give
their former employes the frst chance. Lewis
Harding, chairman of the press committee of the
Employers' Association, said last evening that
"no hundred members of the Brotherhood of Car-
penters had signed the arbitration agreement in-
dividuallyend were put to work.

"We are distributing new men her* and there
Slowly," he s»ald. "but expect In a day or two to
gel them In larger numbers."

Mr. Harding said. In reference to the decision of
Justice Dickey, that th« arbitration agreement
could not be enforced In the court.

BTJCKLINS SUIT DROPPED

Aaton:obilist Resists Fine on Plea of Court's
Ineligibility.

On the plea that Frank Leigbton Tyson. Justice
of the Peace of tho Village of Lawrence. Long

Island. is not qualified to hold that office, not hav-
ing been an elector of the village when ho was ap-

pointed, counsel for I*B. Sharp, of Far Rockaway,
applied to Justice Dickey In the Supreme Court.
Brooklyn, yesterday for a writ prohibiting Justice
Tyson from trying Mr. sharp on a charg-c of run-
ning his automobile at an illegal rate of speed.

Mr. Sharp has already brought quo warranto pro-
ceedings to test the legality ol Justice Tyson's ap-
pointment. In view of the fact that the question
has been referred In that way to the Attorney Gen-
eral at Albany, Justice Dickey e.xpre«sed some
doubt as to his right to Interfere in the case. He
took tha papers, however, and reserved decision.

The counsel for Mr. Sharp declared that Mr,

Tyson, who formerly lived in Brooklyn, took up
his residence in Lawrence on July 22 and a week
later was appointed Police Justice. He contended
that the appointment was Illegal because the law
required a person to be a resident of a county Four
months and of an election district thirty days be-
fore being eligible to hold office there. Counsel for
Mr. Tyson contended that ft was sufficient that Mr.
Tyson would be qualified to vote at the next elec-
tion. Justice Dickey expressed the opinion that an
elector was one qualified to vote, not one qualified
to vote at some future day.

Elmira, X.V., Shaken by plosion
—No CUm to Culprit.

Eimira, N. V., Aug. 20.—Shortly after mid-
night to-night a terrific explosion shook the city
from centre to circumference. Investigation
developed .the fact that the Avenue Hotel, a
resort at Elmira Heights, three miles away, had
been practically demolished by dynamite that

had been exploded from the outside.
The explosive was placed against the hotel

under the window of the proprietor. Pearl Scott,

who was in his bedroom. A hole ten feet wide
was blown through the building and the bed-
room was completely wrecked.
