'.anal murder of Edwin L. Hurdlck In his
Ashland-ave. home In Buffalo on the night of
February 27. 1!XO. These papers represent an ap-

peal in the contest over Burdlck's will. They w«re
fllr-d by Mrs. Alice H. Burdi.k. the widow, who is
tho respondent.

No hint of the murder is given In the papers.
They stma that \ the testator's estatn was worth
$1,000 and upward, with no realty. As ho was the
jjn-bidtiit of E. 1.. Burdlck & Co. and of the
Buffalo Envelope Company, and lived and enter-
tained in lavish etyle, and was well known us a
club member, his personal property is set at a
large figure. He carried 125.000 l.re Insurance. $10,-
000 of which was made payable to the widow. The
will was drawn on December 8, 1302. The three
children, who are named equal heirs of the estate
an Marion Buidlck, Carol Lewis Burdick and
Alice Hull.Burdlck. By the terms of the instru-
ment SI.UOO Is left to a sinter in Canastota, $500 to
an aunt living In that village and $1,000 to his
mother, who lives In Buffalo. Although the Instru-
ment cuts Mrs. Burdlck off without mention and
leaves the bulk of the property to tho children, she
itoclsr** herself satisfied with Its provisions, ex-
cept that clause which designates Cimrles s. I'arke
and Rlsley Tucker as gulrriians. This provision,
she declared, violated her/ right as a mother, and
Surrogate Marcus. In Buffalo. "pronounced It void
and contrary to Law.

York from Paris about thirty years ago. They had
little money. The daughter secured employment as
a teacher of French to three aiooas of Petal
Cooper. The Misses Cooper became much at-

tached to Mile. <i<- Orovflle, and in addition to hi r
salary placed her and her mother on a monthly
pension of J-i This continued during the life of
the three slatara. Then Charles Cooper, a brother
Of the three women, paid Mile.. da Greville the pen-
sion until his death, after which It ceased and
Mile, de Greville was without resources. She went
to work to k'-ep the wolf from the door, and by
taking In washing and Rawing aha managed to
stave, off starvation. Gradually work slipped from
tier, and for a year and a half she lived on a daily
diet of bread and coffee Charitable organisations
endeavored to help Mile n> ireville, but the
Frenchwoman would not accept charity. • "Work Is
what Iwant." shu says.

Mile, di- Greville kept her distress from her
neighbors until her landlord demanded his rent
and threatened to dispossess her unless paid. Th»
realisation of what it meant to be put into the
street came to her and her pride broke for the
time., and her otory of want and hardship became
public. Yesterday generous strangers came to her
aid. Her rent baa been paid, food has be*n given
her and abe lito be provided with employment.

Adams li charged with firing the Working-

men's Hotel hero on Thursday night, Adam
Zlnk, a talior. was burned to death In the flre.

cripple, was severely burned, and others were
Injured. The accused man was employed as
clerk at the hotel for eighteen months. He was
discharged on Thursday noon for alleged drunk-
enness, but was allowed to sleep In the place

that night. Ha occupied a room with tho man-
ager's two sons. When the flre was dlncoran |

ha waa not In the house. He said he left the

hotel about 3:30 o'clock because of Inability to
sleep. He was found several hours later In a
saloon. To-day Coroner Doten held a secret In-
quest Into Zink's death.

HARLEM TUNNEL OPENS.
Ends Joined Last Week

—
New

! Method Successful.
The subway tunnel under the Harlem Kiver is

open from shore to shore. The connecting of the

two sections was completed last week, and the last
bit of masonry work was done yesterday.

The tunnel. 641 feet long, runs from Lenox-ave.
and One-hundred-and-forty-flfth-.st., in Manhattan,

to One-hundred-and-forty-ninth-st.. in The Bronx.
There It connects with the Bronx end of the rapid

transit read. In a few days the tunnel will be

turned over to the construction forces and the
tracks willbe laid.
D. D. Mcßean, of McMullen &Mcßean. the sub-

contractors for the Harlem River tunnel, Introduced
new methods In building the second section of the
tunnel from the middle of the Harlem River to th-

j Bronx shore. The first half of the tunnel was
Iconstructed under pneumatic pressure in a working j

chamber formed In a dredged trench by driving

and bracing heavy sheet pile walls and covering i

them With a solid timber roof sunk to place on

their upper edges. Underneath this roof the ex-
cavation was completed, the tunnel tubes assem-
bled and the concrete laid on. This method in j
itself was a departure from the accepted plan o£ |
river tunnel construction. i

Hut in builcing l
"° second section Mr. Mcßean

Introduced another improvement, with the result
that the upper half of the tunnel was built prac- ,
tically on the surface of the river. The soneme |

was to dredge the tunnel e-ravation nearly to sup- ,
grade and to build in thf. nci) permanent side i
walls of sheet piling cut off. at the spring line of i
in*- tunnel. Then side walls were constructed, and |
with the sinking of the upper half of the tunnel
structure, which became the roof, the working ;

chamber was formed. In this chamber the t-xca- ,
vation between the sheet piling was completed and j
the cast-iron Shell segments forming the lower ;
half of me tunnel joined to the upper half and the
structure completed. Mr. Mcßean says that his
method makes it practicable to build tunnels !
the full width of the street and in far less time
than previously.

:President Hadley Says Exemption Is Based
on Sound Public Policy.

New-Haven. Conn.. Aug. 27.—President Arthur T.
:Hadley returned to New-Haven to-day from a
!month's outing in the Adirondack.-;, and it Is ex-
:pected that he will spend most of the time between
Inow and the opening of college in New-Haven.

IPresident Hadley was asked for a statement con-
\u25a0 cerning the petition of Alderman Hosley. which has
\u25a0 been presented to the Board of Aldermen, calling

for the taxation of all Yale's property acquired In
the future. He said that he had not had much time
to investigate the petition, but that he believed in
some particulars there were misstatementa.

The proposition concerning the taxation of Yale
|property, he said, seemed to have been made on a
serious misunderstanulng as to the real facts of the
case, and when thosa facts were fullybrought out

ho was confident the present exemption of Yale
from taxation could be shown to be based on sound
public policy. When asked to state these facts
which he inferred had not i>een brought out he de-
clined. Asked as to how much Yale University had
taken from the grand list of the city. President
Hadley remarked that the amount was not so large
as stated In the alderman's petition. 18.000.000, and
that when actually figured up It would amount to
many hundreds of thousands of dollars less.
