MANASSAS MANEUVRES —The regular army
officers who will have prominent command in the
sombined manceuvres in Virginia are beginning to
arrive at the two camps at Manassas and Thor-
oughfare. The quartermasters and engineers have
been at weork for several weeks on the preliminary
touches, and everything is In readiness for the
reception of the regulars, the first of whom began
to arrive to-night.
