In th« Interest of Jud?c Alton B. Parker can-
didacy for tlit) Presidency of the United States, it
is necessary that certain siatemtnta made by
Senator P. ii. McCarren. chairman ot the Demo-
cratic State Executive Committee, be refuted.
It baa been repeatedly stated by SSnator

arrfu that opposition to his leadership in
Kings County was first manifested by Democrats
hllck<'U to have been opposed to the nomination of
Judge Parker for President. The Senator has
further alleged that h'- has Incurred the enmity
of Tammany 1 Hall becvtus<> he (McCarren) would
not I"iii Charles F. Murphy in the latter's
allogcd opposition tn Judge Parker*! candidacy.

There are no men now who are opposed to
Senator MoCarrer.'s leadership that are not heart
and soul in the advocacy of Judge Parker's elec-
tion.

The main reason for
the break is to he found in the removal from office
of a former deputy police commissioner of Brook-
lyn who is Senator McCarren's political and law
partner.
