RUSHES UP TO CAB WITH HORSEWHIP.

Second Knocks Her Unconscious
—

Her Friends Fight Surgeon. .
After Man:lo DevlUd fourteen fears old. of N.i.

374 Sevt-nth-avc, was knocked down In Beventb-
ave. by one bicyclist and run over an-J rendered
unconscious by another cyclist last nlgiit. a
group of young people tried to prevent Dr. Clarkfi,

of Roosevelt Hospital, from taking her to that In-
Ptituticn. The police Flattered her playmates.
The plrl may have internal Injuries, according to

Dr. Clarke-.
The girl had darted across the avenue near

Thirty-first-«t The first
'
bicyclist was going nt a

high «peed. and striking the girl he threw her to
the pavement with considerable force. Before shd
could get up thisecond rider daf^hed on her, and
his machine passed over her body.

Neither bicycle rider stopped. Mamie's compan-
ions shouted for pedestrians to go after them, and
Patrolmen Croker. of the West Thirtieth sta-
tion, and O'Connor, of the West Thirty seventh
ordered the men to stop and arrested them.

A call was sent to Roosevelt Hospital for an
ambulance. The crowd by this time had grown to

\u25a0lx or sfiven hundred, and threatened to take sum-
mary vengeance on the two men. Some women
tried to lay hands en the prisoners, and from win-
dows near by came loud threats.
It was several minutes before Dr. Clarke re-

stored Mamie to consciousness. When she realized
what had happened she asked for several of her
girl friend* and pleaded with them not to let her
mother know of the accident. But Dr. Clarke told
Mamie that she would have to go to the hospital.
Mamie broke down anil pleaded with & number of
young men who knew her not to let her be taken
there, and then came their attempt to get her
away from the surgeon. There was a scuf-
fle, but again th- police rushed In.

The crowd followed the two prisoners to the sta-
tion and made it extremely uncomfortable for
them. Th«y said they wire William Hnrrl«. a hos-
pital attendant at St. Mary's Hospital. Brooklyn,
and living at No. 70S PacMc-M.. anil Henry Fur-
back, of No. sfc Franklin-ay.-., Brooklyn. They
denied that they were responsible for the accident.

TWO IUDEHS HIT CiIUL.

Several Accidents in Somerset Coun-
ty, Maine.

Skowhegan, Me., Aug. 28. -At leaat five, and
perhaps sit, persons have lost their lives in the
last two days while fishing in the southern part
of Somerset County. Four were drowned yes-
terday at llnydtnLake, about six miles from
here, while the bodies of two others were dis-

covered la a pond at Mayfleld, twenty-five

miles to the north.
The dead at Hayden Lake are: Thomas Wey-

roouth, thirty years old, married; Charles
Newell, thirty years old, married; Napoleon
Prevost, thirty-five years old, married, all of
Skowhegan, and an unknown man, companion
of Weymouth and Newell, is missing. Th<ise
drowned at Mayfield were two brothers by tie
name of Burden, of Brighton, Me. There were
three accidents and only one survivor, Joseph
Bolgier.

The two accidents at Hayden Lake occurred
yesterday afternoon. Prevost and Bolgier were
fishing In the lake, when the former attempted

to put on his rubber coat, and in doing so'over-
turned the little boat. Bolgier managed to
swim ashore, but Prevost was unable to extri-
cate himself from his coat, and was drowned.
•While the search was being made for his body
another boat was discovered floating bottom up,
and goon the body of Newell was brought to the
surface. As Bolgier declared that he noticed
three men in the boat, the search was con-
tinued and soon the body of Weymouth was re-
covered. But after that Of. Prevost had been
found the searcnir.sr party was unable to dis-
cover the £»» of the companion of Newell and
Weymouth. TThe search will be continued to-
morrow.

Tho two Burden boys left their home In
Brighton on Friday for a fishing trip. Yester-
day a fishing rod wax seen sticking out of a
pond InMayficld by a man who happened to be
passing. He managed to haul it ashore, and In
winding up the Una was horrified to find that
the end was wrapped around the body of a man.
Those livingnear the pond were Informed, and
later in the day a second body was recovered.
Both were subsequently Identified.

permit the statue to be exhibited in the museum.

A week ago it wan announced that the trustees
were considering a chance of attitude, and that
the matter had been referred to their legal commit-
tee for final action, with th« probability that the
statue would soon be placed on exhibition. It was
also stated that the papers In Itiondi's threat-
ened suit had not been served, and that II would
be abandoned. The sculptor's attorneys declared
that the milt has actually been begun, anil that
paper* have already been served on the museum
and several of the trustees.

"Papers have been served on the museum through
Mr. dl Ceanola and on us many of the trustees a*
could be found," said Mr. Hawe*. There has been
no idea on the part of any of the trustees to evade
service, but most of them have been out of the
city since the papers were prepared We under-
stand that Mr. di '\u25a0•-\u25a0 referred the matter to
Robert W. D« Forest, of the law committee, and
we wrote to him asking If i! was not possible for
him to appear for all the trustees. If this could
be done, the case might be placed on the October
calender and have an early trial."'
