"Tbe Times' has tiled to satisfy Itself by de-
claring that such progress in foreign trade as
Bureau of Statistics bulletins show is a mere
appearance, in ceasUct with "elementary
economic truth." Ifit does notice our enormous
gains in exports, it dismisses them as really a
"dh!igerou» symntom"-an evidence of the hol-
lownoss of a prosperity built up on tl»e "un-
economic*' sale abroad of our agricultural sur-
plusages. Let us have a tariff system, "The
Times" cries, which will encourage the Amer-
ican manufacturer and enable him to increase
bis foreign sal«*. Let us bend all our energies
to building up a market abroad for th*domestic
producer, not of raw materials, but of manu-
racrored goods. l*uder the Dingley law, of
Mates, our neigblw contend?, any progress In
this desired direction is hopelessly Impossible.

But bere again the government bulletins play
havoc with mere theory. A statement Just is-
sued by the Bureau of Statistics of the Depart-
ment of Coiamercj and Labor gives tbe totals.
by years since 1800. of our export trade in
manufactures and agricultural products. From
this table ;t appears that in IQOB-'Oi agricultural
products formed a smaller percentage of our
total export* tiisn ever Defer*, fallln*for tfc«

THEORIES VBRBUB FACTS.

Our neighbor "The Times" ought to he able
to extract a good deal of satisfaction from the
showing made by the United States In manu-
facrure«l exports during the hut three months.
"The Times" has recently been preaching the
doctrine that the only kind of export trade
really worth having i? a trade in manufactured
articles. Itrebuked us not louj ago for raising
"loud, unthinking hurrahs" over the fact that
our exports for the tiscal year 1903-"04 had
reached th© enormous value of $1,460,000,000.

and that as an exporting nation we now led
the world. Our contemporary refused to
"hurrah" over this announcement, finding in it,

on th* contrary, "ground for serious uneasi-
res?." And why? Simply "because more than
"60 per cent of our exports is of agricultural

"product*." It is "The Times's" theory that
Eueh a condition "Involves not tho maximum,
"but the minimum, of economic gain and in-
"Crease In tbo national wealth." We should. It
argues, to be really prosperous, export our
manufactures and consume our agricultural
products at home.

"The Times' has also a theory that any ex-
pansion of our export trade in manufactures is
impossible under the Dingley act. That act, it
keeps telling us, is "an art to restrict imports,"
and "in the very nature of the case itmust also
restrict exports." This second theory, of course.
Is mere theory. Itis flatlyand overwhelmingly
contradicted by the fact*?. Under the Dingley
law. framed "to restrict imports," our Import
trade has Increased In value from $779,000,000
in IS9.V!*; to §990,000.000 v 1903-"04. Under the
same "restrictive law" our exports have risen
from SSS-'.000.000 In ISO3-*OG t05J,4G0.000.000 in
t903-*O4. Such a growth can mean nothing,
however, to a doctrinaire who can demon-
strate that 00 Cobdcnite logic there has been,
and can be, under existing conditions, no
growth at all.

Another class of question?, though perhaps
less conclusively settled than the fact that the
Brooklyß primaries are a Brooklyn matter, has
received ,i considerable amount of illumina-
tion within the last thirty-six hours. Senator
Dowling, In his new capacity as a member of
the executive committee, specially charged with
the function of organizing the Democratic cam-
paign throughout the city of New-York, was de-
claring only last week with all the vigor which
Murphy had been able to inject into him that
he had no intention of taking orders from Mc-
Carren, whom he should not even recognize;
that be himself was the whole thing, and that
the money would pass through his bands as a
matter of course- We violate no confidence in
saying that Dowling is altogether likely to find
that be was mistaken. A special train for
Canada may not be ordered in the immediate
future; decent society mny bo left to decide for
itself what sort of a reception McCarren de-
serves at Its hand?; opinions may continue to

differ as to the degree of lownens to which
Murphy lias attained; bat we are strongly of
the impression that the Brooklyn boss, with
all but five of the districts behind him, will
have a thing or two to pay about the manage-
ment of the Democratic campaign in that part
of the city.

It has not yet been officially determined
whether or not McCarrcn is fit to be seen in de-
cent society. A mathematical demonstration
that Murphy i* a low trickster is still lacking.
The community is compelled to go on taking
or rejecting Murphy's word for ItThat McCar-
ren. by merely calling at Policy Headquarters
in this borough, could hear of something SO
seriously to his disadvantage that nothing short
of a trip to Canada would meet the emergency.
On these and kindred topics there is room for
continued speculation, and we should not ad-
vise disinterested patriots to make up their
minds prematurely.

It must be an immediate problem of
the Russians to keep the Japanese in check and
prevent any movement which will interrupt the

freedom of retreat or break the Hne3 of com-

munication between the force engaged in the
theatre of war and the base of supplies an!

source of reinforcement further north.
The oftlccrs here believe that the Russians are

standing their ground a;? far as they are üble,

at least, and a. r*pul«e now would indicate that
the Japanese possess superior strength or are

employing more effective tactics. The experts

Insist that until such convincing demonstra-
tions are given wo one is justified Incriticising

the Russians, because under the rules of strat-
egy it la conceivable that General Kuropatkin

was justified in his retreat from various posi-

tions. There are circumstances, the experts

maintain, under which a withdrawal of troops

from valuable military positions 13 a sagacious

move. There has been some question whether
any such commendable quality attached to all
of the Russian movements, but no one. In this

country at least, Is in a position to criticise un-
til all the attendant circumstances become
known.

Stiu.juihas an emergency arisen in this com-

munity like thflt which grew out of the burn-
ing of the Genera] si cum in st June. The sud-
denness with which hundreds of families were
bereaved made a peculiar appeal to human sym-
pathy and foresight. Long before the los 3of
life could be accurately ascertained It scc-med
probable that money would be need fur the
burial of most of the victims, thai a number
of the survivors would be left dependent
through the death of relatives and that sick-
ness would create stilfanother demand for help.
The committee of prominent citizens. beaded
by Herman Rldder, i f "The Stoats Zeitunf."which the Mayor appointed at that Him t.i
raise and administer a relief fund has Just
made its report to him. It thus appears that
about $125,000 was contributed, Of that sura
$85,000 was devoted to funeral expenses.
scarcely more than $1,000 to medical attend-
ance, and *-

_\<y><» to meet other pressing
wants. Itwas then decided to appropriate $30.-
000 to future relief, most of the sum being in-
trusted to a special committtee of St. Mark's
Church. About $15,000 more was held sub-
ject to further developments.

One of the uioHt interesting features of this
beautiful work Is that the coat or executing
the trust was only $1,082, or less than 1 per
cent of the amount raised. Some of the per-
sons who cooperated gave their services with-
out charge. The committee is able to assure
tint Mayor that the disbursements were made
where they would do the most good. Experts
from the Charity Organization Society and tho

-York Association for Improving the Con-
dition of tlio Poor aided tho committee ma-
terially In Investigating the applications for
assistance. Only five fraudulent rases wero
detected. The summary manner in which one
was dealt with doubtless exerted ;i wholesome
influence. A woman who dishonestly posed as
a sufferer was convicted of obtaining money
under false pretences and sentenced to Impris-
onment for a year. Every one who shared In
the undertaking is entitled to public gratitude.
The task could not have been performed In a
more admirable manner.

Ithas denounced such
nullification with special reference to Judge
Parker's candidacy, and it cannot reconcile its
doctrines of human rights and respect tor the
Constitution with Judge Parker's candidacy on
the Democratic platform, or his evasion of the
suffrage question in discussing the Fourteenth
Amendment.
