¥E. R. Thomas's Stalwart, the three-year-old son
of Meddler, that has been knocking at the door
of turf fame all the year, had it opened to him
yesterday, or rather he butted through it un-
eeremonlously, when he won the rich Century, the
Coney 1sland Jockey Club’s great weight for age
race at one and a half miles. He defeated both Ort
Wells and Delhi, supposedly the best three-year-
old colts in training, and rgduced the track record
for the distance, made by the marvellous Water-
boy, a year ago in the same stake, from 2:313-5 to
2:311-5. His victory was a tremendous surprise to
all save his owner, who backed him =0 heavily that
the prices tumbled from sixes to 9 to 2.

If his victory was a surprise, the defeat of Ort
Wells was a shock. The winner of the Realization
«and the Tidal was looked on as almost invinei-
ble. and when the ring had the temerity to lay
4 10 5 against his chances it was snapped up so
greedily that the hookmakers found it expedient to
“rub,” and 11 to 20 was the best on offer at post
time. Only the tnree colts already mentioned and
Major Daingerfield and Shorthose took part in
the Century’'s renewal, but so keen has been the
rivairy between the three-vear-olds that a great
contest was expected

The Fiatbush, which next to the Futurity brings

greater renown to the youngster winning it than’

any other two-yvear-old stake, was also run. and
& throng only a few thousand less in num-
bers than that which saw the St urity of the
Baturday before made the Journey to the beautiful
Long lsland inclosure,

MANY CRITICISE O'NEIL.
There were many who were inclined 1o criticise

©O’'Neil. who had the mount on Ort Wells, for the |

favorite’s defeat. He did not, it is true, ride a
brilllant or a well judged race, but whether Ort
Wells could have beaten Mr. Thomas's colt with
the bes: of handling is a question that the two
factions will probably find a source of argument
for the rest of the racing year. As was expected,
Delhl had all the early speed. and also, as was
expected. he could not hold it long enough to win
¥or a mile and a quarter, however, he blazed the

way for his ficld, and seni the furlong polcs reel- |

ing behind him =0 fast that the sight of them
made old Major Daingerfield’'s head swim, and,
after holding on for almoat a mile with unexpected
speed and cheerfulness, he surrendered uncondi-
tionally.

After the turnout of the backstretch had been
made, O'Neil sent Ort Wells up to Delh!, and the
spectators decided it was all over, and assuted
one another that they knew all along that he would
gallep home. As a matter of fact, when Deihi
quit. he quit all over, and he was going back so
fast that O’Neil’'s rush seemed more precipitate
than it really was. At the head of the stretch he
had the Ben Brush colt safely disposed but
Stalwart was still to be reckoned with.

Redfern had been biding his time, knowing that
he had a horse under him that would give all he
had honestly and courageously, that he would not
faiter or swerve under punishment, and with only
a short quarter of a mile yet to run he asked him
the question.  Stalwart replied with g promptness
that brought the crowd up, gasping, and sent O’ Neil
to the whip in svdden despair.

From the sixteenth pole to the judges’ stand the
siruzgle supremacy was a terrific one, but
Stalwart finally had his way, and won by a short
head. Delhi died away to nothing, and Shorthose,
comning with his vsual stretch run, took the small
end the purse from Major Daingerfield.
