THE “TIRED MINORITY.”

The Hon. Thomas E. Watson, in a speech at
‘Atlanta on Thursday, laid bare to a Seuthern
audience the utter false pretence involved in
the Seutli’s support of Alton B. Parker. Among
other things he said:

Why did national Democratic leaders surren-
der to Belmont and Wall Street? Senator John
W. Daniel, of Virginia, 1>t th: cat out of the
bag when he said in the Committee on Resolu-
tions that he was “tired of helng in the minor-
fty”’! Not tired of being in th~ wrong. No; he
€id not even pretend that he had been in the
wrong. Simply because they have been in the
minority, they are ready tc drop the nrinciples
which they have sworn for eight years were
right. and te adopt- those which even now they
do not dare say are right! Great God! What
an attitude for the leaders of a great national
party!

Mr. Watson knows whereof he speaks whén
he denounces the opportunist and mercenary
spirit which drew the South to Judge Parker’s
support at §t. Louis and makes its leaders now
bis timeserving advocates. He himself once
represented a Georgia district in the House of
Representatives, and suffered defeat and ostra-
clsm at the hands of Democratic associates bhe-
cause he took in earnest pledges he and they
had made in common to their constituencies.
Jn 1890 these Southern leaders had helped to
fan the flame of Popullsm. But in 18092, hav-
ing renominated Mr. Cleveland for the Presi-
dency, they reversed themselves and were
eager to stamp it out. Mr. Watson refused to
eat his professions, and was driven fromn pub-
‘Ue life. But four years later he saw his perse-
cutors tumble over themselves to re-embrace
the ereed of Populism and strike s coalition
with the party which had named him as its
WVice-Presidential candidate.

He sees the same old influences at work
among the Southern leaders now. They struck
bargain with the mining States in 1896 by
they hoped to recover the political power
Jost through the breakdown of the Cleveland
adnministration. They declared for a debased
currency, for an income tax, for all the nos-
trums of Populism. They had high hopes of

§s—hopes not altogether crushed by the
defeat of 1806. But the more decisive reverse
of 1900 disheartened them. They were tired of
the Western coelition—“tired of being in a
minority.” Without recanting their professions
of 1806 and 1900, they stole away from an alli-

THE JAPANESE VICTORY.

The loss of Liao-Yang, which the Russiaus |
bad considered impregnable, and the destruction |
of the stores accumulated there cannot fail to
have a far reaching effect on the wmorale of an |
army whose record of defeats has been un-
broken. The full extent of Oyama's success is
still doubtful. The main Russian force has
gathered along the branch rallroad running east
from Yentai to the mines, about ten miles north
of Liao-Yangz. The rest of the Russian troops,
which were reported cut off on the south bank
of the Tai-Tse, succeeded in rejoining the main
body on Sunday, after having maintained a
sharp rear guard action with the Japanese, whao
on that morning occupied Liao-Yang. The es- |
cape or rout of the Russian army nfw seems to
depend on the effective operation of the rail-
way and the ability of Kurokl to hamper the
retreat. 1If the Japanese right army, whh‘rh.i
after twelve days of almost continual fizhting |
and marching held positions on the heights
near Yental commanding the railway, has the
endurance to carry out the westward move-
ment which began on Saturday, the probability
is strong that enly a part of Kuropatkin's army
will reach Moukden. According to the latest
dispatches it has escaped the great misfortune |
which was reported yesterday. General Stakel-
berg, whom the Russian commander in chief
aceused of disobeying orders and allowing him-
self to be cut off on the south bank of the river,
not only extricated himself from his dangerous
position, but reached the battlefield in time to
gave General Orlofl’s detachment, on the ex-
treme Russian left, from being cut to pieces.

There iz nothing in the dispatches so far re-
ceived on which to hase an estimate of the total
losses since August 23, An official Russian re
port places Kuropatkin's casualtles for Septem-
ber 2 at 3.200. Field Marshal Oyama, in a dis-
patch sent after the occupation of Lizo-Yang,
merely says that the list of killed and wounded
ia belleved to e very long.

THE PARTY OF NULLIFICATION.

“The Evening Fost” has plucked up couraze
to deprecate mildly the nullification programme
of Mr. Edward M. Shepard and the negro bait
ing campaign of Senator Gorman in behalf of
Judge Parker.

Judgs
Parker went to Georgla and made a2 speech on
the Fourteenth Amendwment which clearly
showed by its characteristic silences and slgnifi-
cant evasions that he consented to the nullifica-
tion in question, and “The Evening TPost”
thought 8o at the time and frankly expressed its
disgust. It has since professed not to know
that he consented to the nullification. Yet he
nronounces “‘admirable” the Democratic plat-
form which demands such nullification, and
“The Evening Post,” though repeatedly urged,
has not dared to say that, in view of that
action, he was not under the ban of its condem-
nation as a man “not fit te be President next
“year, or any year.” Not only does he stand on
the nullification platform, but the principal ar- |
gument of his campaign in States from which
he expects more than half the electoral veotes
needed for an election is based on a truculent
demand for liberty to nullify the Constitution of
the United States. His most ardent advocates in
this State are also nullifiers. Senator Bailey
opens his campaign bere with adbesion to the
nuliification doctrine, and Mr. Suepard foliows
in Vermont. Ilis associate on the ticket, Mr.
Davis, frankly avews himself a nullifier, but for
politic reasong suppressed a nullification plank
from the West Virginia platform. Does “The
Evening Post” think it can put itself right by
a mild dissent from the acts of Mr. Shepard and |
a few other individuals?

The whole Democratic party, platform, lead-
ers and candidates are committed to nullifiea- |
tion more firmly than they are to any other one |
doctrine. As to what Democracy means con- |
cerning the tarMf, or the Philippines, or the
trusts, even the party organs are in dispute,
but there is no difference of opinion about nulli-
fication of the Constitution. There its poesition
is unequivocal in the maintenanece of doetrines
which “The Evening Post” says render a man
who holds them “unfit to be President next
year, or any year” What inconsistency, |
amounting to effroutery, then, is it for “The |

‘ MONEY AND BUSINESS.

New high records for the year were attained
in the security market during the last week,
but there is still evidence of the concentration
of operations on a few specialties, and it is not
possible to find any definite indication that the
general public is buying mere than a very small
share of the stocks sold. There was little sup-
port in the net changes of commedities, prices
of wheat, corn and cotton all averaging high.
London was a seller until late in the week, when
its attitude changed and arbitrage operations
tavored this country. The unexpected action of
the meeting to fix prices for several steel prod-
ucts produced a sudden effort to cover commit-
ments on the short side of the market in issues
of the United States Steel Corperation, and the
coal roads also became prominent factors in the
market. But the most sensational and almost
inexplicable event of the week was the operation
in Consoiidated Tobacco 4s, daily sales of that
security alone belng about equal to all other
business in the bond department. It was evi-
dent from the e:ratic ffuctuations that the activ-
ity was not due to absorpticn by investors, but
was another case of manipulation to arouse in-
terest in this issue, with the ultimate intention
of distributing large holdings that could not
profitably be moved in any other way. An ad-
vance of over flve points was nominaily made in
two days, but it !s probable that this was largely
artificial.

Another small consignment of gold has gone to
South America, and the interior banks continue
to withdraw their reserves from local corre-
spondents; but ease in the money market Is
maintained by receipts of gold from Australia
and Japan, while regular Treasury operations
are in favor of ithe banks. There are many evl-
dences of a little firmer tone, bankers showing
less disposition to make concesslons in order to
get business, yet call money is readily obtained
at 1 per cent, and in numerous cases an eighth
lower. About 4 per cent is the usual rate for
commerclal paper, for which there is more de-
mand than supply, but the gradual expansion
of business promisegs to Increase the inquiry
for sccommeodation in mercantile lines. Con-
siderable Irregularity occurred in foreign ex-
change, offerings of cotton bills producing some
weakness, against which there was the sup-
porting Influence of stock selling for 'London
account. The market is far from normal, how-
ever, owing to the recent accumulatiqn of a
speculative shoit account in anticipation of the
