VERMONT VOTES TO-DAY.

Result Is Awaited with Interest by
Both Partics.

White River Junction, Vt., Sept. 5.—The State
election to be held to-morrow will be of national
tmportance, as it will be the second State elec-
tion of the Presidential year, and the result, as
compared with former Republican majorittes in
Vermont, wiil be generally accepted as an in-
dicztion of the political sentiment throughout
the country. State officers will he chosen, and
the Republicans, Democrats, Prohibitionists and
Socialists ai! have tickets in the fleld. Charles
J. Bell, of Walden, is the Republican nominee
for Gevernor, while, Eli H. Porter, of Wilming-
ton, iz the nominee of the Democrats.

Practically the sole fight of the Democrats has
been to reduce the Republican plurality of 31,-
000, given to Stickney for Governor in 1900, to
a figure which would indicate a significant gain
in Democratic strength. A Republican plurality
under 25,000 will be regarded by the Democrats
a victory. The Republican leaders of the
State expect at least 25,000 plurality, and, se-
curing it, will regard the result as a strong in-
dorsement of .the Republican administration in
the State for the last two years and as an omen
of Republican success in the national election
of November. A smaller plurality is expected by
the Republicans this year than was polled four
years ago, when many Gold Democrats voted
for McKinley.

The political situation in Vermont was com-
plicated two years ago by a split in the Repub-
lican party on the license question, and the
fame jssue has figured in the present campaign.
The license question will not be voted on to-
morrow, but in the selecilon of local candidates
the nominations have in several instances turned
cn the candidates’ position on the liquor traffic.
In Chittenden, Rutland and Washington coun-
ties local option Republicans have nominated
their own county ticket, in opposition to ths
regular Republican nominees, The Republicans,
however, declare that this will not affect the
vote for (Governor.

A comparison, however, of the vote for Gov-
ernory this year with that cast two yvears ago
will be valucless, because of the Repub-
lican split, neither John . MeCuliough, the
present Governor, who was the regular Repub-
lican nominee, nor Pereival W. @iement, the
high license candidate, recefved .g majority,
2nd Governor McCullough was sew cted by the
legislature.

The campaign has been noteworthy in that it
has attracted many sprakers of national reputa-
tlon. Charles W. Fairbanks, the. Republican
l'ﬂ'hd'ldfxl" for Vice-President; Attorney Genera.
William H. Mood¥: James Wilson, Secretary of
Agriculture, and William H. Tafl, Secretary of
War, have been among the Republicans to
speak in the State. Among the Democratic
speakers were Congressman W, Bourke Cockran
and Edward M. Shepard, of New-York.

Suppose the treat-
ment is masterly; what of 1t? Would an obscena
poem be circulated because the literary workman-
ship was excellent?
