Attended only by an
aide-de-camp, or sometimes followed only by a

mounted orderly bearing the email black and
yellow flag which indicates the imperial pres-
ence, the Kaiser galloped recklessly through the

He mi-
nutely supervised the field telephone end tele-
araph rapidly arranged by the engineer 0/m-
pany. He tired out two horses, keenly scru-
tinized everything and was covered with dust
aad sand. At 11 o'clock the Kaiser retired to a
tent, ate a slice of bam and some brown bread
east mounted a third charger— fine, dark
chestnut gelding, with two white feet and a
white star on his forehead.

When General Dlx was sounded as to
his nomination for Governor in 187?. lie expressed
in almost violent terms his objection to the use of
his name, but after his enthusiastic nomination he
accepted it and was elected by about eitv-Qve
thousand majority.
