The romanze of history {8 nowhere more
abundantly illustrated In America than in the
picturesque reaches of Narragansett Bay and the
region immediately surrounding it, which com-
prises almost the entire State of Rhode Island
and part of Massachusetts. Even if we leave
out the legends of its discovery by the Norse-
men in the eleventh century, on which Mr.
Bacon throws the cold water of doubt, there re-
mains ample material to furnish forth a fasci-
nating narrative, of which the author of this
book has freely availed himself. His method Is
at once geographical, historical, descriptive and
anecdotal. It is with something of a shock that
at the very start we realize that the author

A novel feature in bookmaking is introduced
in the new limited subscription editions of the
works of John Burroughs and Longfellow which
Houghton, Mifin & Co. are publishing. The
specially made paper In each edition bears as a
watermark a facsiumile of the signature of the
author. '

The editors of the Cambridge History, the
monumental work projected by the late Lord
Acton, are preparing to Issue the fifth volume
of the history next January. Its title wil] be
“Wars with Religion.” The four volumes which
have already appeared are “The Renaissance,”
“The United States,” *“The Reformation™ and
“The French Revolution.” The Macmillan Com-
pany are the publishers.

The autograph flend is again In evidence;
probably he is never out of evidence; but some-
times he bobs up more serenely offensive than
at others. A well known author, now dead,
who was also an editor, used to have most of
the requests for his signature answered by his
assistant, who could forge his chief's sign man-
ual very cleverly. Usually such requests are
couched In fairly courteous terms, but Robert
W. Chambers recently received the following
peremptory demand: *“Sir—S8ign here!” This
collector's collection will be lacking In one auto-
graph at least.  Another collector, a woman,
has adopted a more subtly ingenious device to
gain her end. From her copy of “Who's Who?"
she learns the gdate of birth of her favorite au-
thors, and :‘fahe next anniversary writes a
friendly con ulatory letter. The gratified au-
thor in mo#t cases falls Into the trap. He
does not recognize the cognomen, but the first
name is not uncommon, and he supposes the
writer to be some old friend whose married
name he has forgotten, and sends an apprecia-
tive note in reply. Ong literary man, who was
sure he had identified his correspondent as a
former girl friend, exchanged a number of let-
ters with her and thus discovered her secret.

The Scribners are publishing a volume entitled
“Literary Leaders of America,” by Richard
Burton, In wh'ch the author treats his subject
in an unconventional manner. Instead of
a review noticing all the writers, and
thus In many places hecoming of necessity
chiefly a catalogue, he has treated of only the
main figures, dealing briefly with the others in
an Introduction, a prelimmary and closing chap-
ter. The book, while thus comprehensive in
form, is mainly a biographical, critical and illus-
tratyd account of Irving, Cooper, Poe, Haw-
thorne, Emerson, Bryant, Longfeliow, Holmes,
Whittier, Lowell, Whitmana and Lanier, the au-
thors who are, in fact, those whose works most
