Eest Brookfield, Mass., Sept. 28.—A special

The special train was one engaged by Mr.
Morgan on behalf of the Archbishop, and was
#n charge of John Fox, conductor, of Worcester,
and John Lord, engineer, of that city. Edward
Gellup was the fireman. The @gétached locomo-
give, which had drawn in a mixed train, was
gwitching cars In the yard, as usual. It had
just run over the switch on the main line when
the locomotive of the special appeared around
gthe curve, about one hundred yards distant. The
airbrakes of the special were set sharply, and
although the wvalves were opened, spreading
sand over the ralls, Lord could not prevent
giriking the local engine, which, being much
jighter than the other, was picked up on the
pilot of the special and lifted over about three
bundred feet of track, and then dropped in a
heap. The wreckage completely blocked the
eastbound track.

All the train hands stayed in their places, al-
though Gallup, of the special, was about to
jump when the tender of the branch locomotive.
which had been wrenched logse by the impact,
was thrown against the side of the special's
cab, thus blocking his way. He was slightly
cut. Through some pecullarity the cab of the

Mr. Moran
gave these pictures to his wife in his lifetime, but
the executor of the estate claimed them under a
will made by Mr. Moran, which provided only for
the payment of the income of the estate to Mrs.
Moran. . Theee thirteen paintings constituted the
most valuable part of the estate. Proceedings to
recover these pictures from the executor of the
estate, who had them in his posession and refused
10 deliver them to her, were commenced on Feb-
ruary 5, 1902, and after a trial in the Supreme
Court, in the City of New-York, lasting several
days, a jury decided that the pictures were the
property of the widow as claimed.

European Powers and United States To Be
Asked to End Atrocities.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

fir: 1 read In the newspapers a few weeks ago
that His Holiness our venerable Catholicos, Su-
preme Patriarch of Etchmiadzin, had sent to Eu-
rope a speclal delegation—two archbishops and one
layman—to appeal to the Christlan powers to put
an erd to the massacres and tortures which our
Church and nation have been suffering for so long
at the hands of the bloodthirsty Turk. The same
delegation is now on its way to this country to
deliver a speclal letter from our Catholicos to the
President of the United States. In this letter His
Holiness, after describing the terrible conditions ex-
isting ameng our people, begs the President, as the
head of a powerful Christian nation, to act with
the European powers to put an end to the Turkish
atrocities.

Peonle have often asked why In this enlightened
twentieth century such a man as the present Sul-
tan of Turkey Is allowed to exist. The answer is
plain enough. The Christian powers and churches
of Europe alone are responsible for the fact that
the Turks are still in ¢he darkness of ignorance
and shut out from the benefits of the “word of
lite” and of civilization.

For had the representatives of the Roman Popes
been brave enough to work among the Turks from
the very day they were settled in that country
and preach Christ to them and supply them with
the benefits of civilization, not a Christian soul
would suffer to-day. The same could be sald of the
missionaries of the American Board: but not one
member of these two religlous organizations could
prove that he has ever converted one Turk and
brought him into the light of Christianity during
the whole length of his stay in that country.

It is indeed sad to see the Christian faith, which
in its youth and weakness fought so bravely
through its humble representatives, the Aposties
and their successors, that the most wicked rulers
of olden timeés were oblizxed to bow their crowned
heads before its teaching, now in this enlightened
age snamefully obliged to bow—through its power-
ful representatives, the Christian rulers of the
world—at the feet of the *“Great Assassin' Abdul
Hamid, while an ancient Church and nation, un-
able to bear the tortures imposed by Turkish bar-
barity, is crying out: “How long, O Lord, shall the
ungodly triumph?*

And now, In the personality of the martyr Church
of Armenia, our Lord Jesus Christ Himself, Who*
taught “Thou shalt love thy nelghbor as thyseif,"
is appealing to the conscience of every true Chris-
tian., saying, “Whatsoever ye wouid that men
should do to you, do ye even =0 to them.”" To you,
O true and faithful Christlan brethren in general
and the administrators of the Holy Sacraments in
particular, are appealing in the most pitiful man-
ner hundreds of thousands of defenceless women
and chiliren, who are day and night wandering
around the ruins of thelr homes in search of the
loved ones who have been tortured and murdered
by the ungodly Turk for the sake of Christ.
