What It Means to Hit Cousin,

Arthur Pue Gorman.
To the Kdltor Of The Tribune.

Sir: The public Blind has been so much ab-
sorbed In the adroit methods by which Messrs.
Hilland Sheehan secured the Democratic Presi-
dential Domination for Judge Parker that the
circumstances and motives that caused the nom-
ination of his Vice-Presidential associate, former
Senator Davis, on the Democratic national
ticket seem la have been almost entirely over-
looked. While Hill and Sheehan were •\u25a0; the
toils with the Brjanltes. and other Democratic
party factionista at the recent St. Louis conven-
tion, Gorman, the m>>st unprlnciple-l political
echemer known to the annals of American public
life, wa.s in hidingat hi» home in Laurel, How-
ard County.

Before and
during Its session Hill and Ph<?ehan were pro-
foundly concerned about the Gorman delegation,

and when Parker's nomination w-.is secure'! and
the Marylandere suggested the Vice-Presidential
nomination be given Gorman's cousin, Davis, of
West Virginia, Hi!land Pheehan promptly gave
the nomination to Davis as a sop to Gorman,
that his unique services might i- use-1 to carry
Parker through th- contest in November; and.

WarteßSlebea and M\u25a0 •-» Matilda Halbach. of Phila-
delphia.
It SI precisely on account of this marriage of

Count Wxrtenalebeo to a Phlladeiphian girl, who
did not belong to either or.c of the mediatized or
eren noble families of Europe, but who -was of
bourgeois parentage, mat to their daughter, th*
present widowed Countess o? Llppe. and to her
chililr^n. ißctudrjta; the present Regent, has hitherto
been denied by all the courts of Enrope recognition

as full fledged members of the reigning house of
LJppe.

Indeed, it is a question whether the other sov-
ereign States of the German Empire •Till permit
young Count Leopold si IJppe •\u25a0• retain the re-
genry of the principality. For only a few months
>"'\u25a0'. on the occasion of the funeral at Carlsnihe of
Princess fonhia of Ba«l«>n. who was by hlrth a
Prineea of Upas, y.mns Count Leopold. who had
been a»nt to represent his father, the Regent, at
th»» obsequies, was denied by the officials and dig-
nitaries of lbs Court of Raden a place among the
royal and princely mourners, on the. ground that
ii« waa not recognised as the si-ion oj the reign'ng
house.

Possibly the sovereigns of rhe other States of the
empire may decide to lei the matter rest, and to

leave the young count as Regent, in defer-- to
th» wishes of th* I.ippp Itgblarafe, until the death
of t!v now almost octos^naxian noro'nal nmv
fl?n, who has b*--en a lunatic since long prior :o h!3
accession to the throne, and who ia kfpt uniier re-
straint as such in the celebrated asylum for t'ae In-
sane at St. GOsenbfre. When hts death takes
plai f the quutkiQ of the accession to the thrnn*
will necr.--sarily cjme up. cn-l Inasmuch as there
are several claimants to the crown, including the
brothers ol the late itegent, his cousin. Count
George; Count Clement and Count Btirt of Lippe
Welsjenfeld, as well as tht> princes of the H>j*;se of
Schaumburg-Llppe! the natter willbe settled th^n
once and for all tir.if by a court of arbitration
specially urgunizrd for the occasion by the other
sovereign rulers of tha German Empire. This was
the method already adopted for putting an end
to the controversy among the pr^t«nder» to the
Regency of Upp« some years ago, and it Is likely
that it willbe revived.
