to sneer at this tragedy as soon as they ob-
served that there were to be five acts and that
some Of The blank verse was little better than
plain prose cut up lr.ro lengths and regularly
measured off. The wisest spectators watched
the audience and suspended judgment. Only
once were there siEn3of discontent. This was
at the end of the fourth 3ct. when the details of
Hotnan worship had been reproduced with un-
necessary realism and when the sub-prior of
San Bruno was too vehement in passing sen-
tence spaa the disobedient monk. Even then
the expressions of dissent were neither offensive
l.or general, and a drama which had apparently
tripped the attention cf the audience for over
three hours v.as heartily applauded at the close.
It might not be a great work, but It was full of
action and ideas, with subtle contrasts of char-
acter, distinct traces of ironical humor and an
uninterrupted growth of interest In the story.
It was not tatty a serious drama produced bold-
ly, not recklessly, at a time when thoughtless
musical comedies and vapid farces w^re popular,
but It was also religious drama, with a distinct
motive likely to excite prejudice— that of a
monk following his conscience, even when he
was menaced with the wrath of heaven and

excommunication from the Church. The audi-
ence was not tWilled at any moment by evidence
of genius in the playwright, but it was thor-
oughly interested in the story and the stage

effects and was grateful to him for an ambitious
and thoughtful bit of work a long way in ad-
vance of rom;intiii».drama of the period.

The actors also had the stimulus of effective
character parts, which gave fullemployment for
their powers. Mr. Asche as the truculent vil-
lain. Scoria, acted with self-restraint and subtle
power, and, although he was the acting man-
ager, resisted tho temptation to magnify his
part. Miss Brayton, as the Duchess, succeeded
in putting herself back into the Eixteenth cen-
tury, and. while lacking power in the death
Fcer.e, was never without charm and tenderness.
Mr. Walter Ifumpden, with his deep, melodious
voice and die presence, was earnest and sincere
:s the young monk. Fra Andrea, and convinced
even listless and bored spectators that a new
actor ot exceptional gifts had come lrotn the
provinces. Mr. Brydboe was really powerful as
the fanatical Fra Bartolomeo, and Mr. Charles
Angelo succeeded In*one of the most difficult
feats cf the evening— that of reproducing the
vivacity -of the medteyal Jester. Mr. Swete
saved the situation at what waa the most dan-
gerous moment by his delivery of th« message
when the dying Master of Horsa suddenly re-
vived and corr.riiisslonfd tha dreamy monk to

take the sword and rescue the gracious lady of
Andola. The strokes were few, but decisive,
and the character sketch was one of the best of
the evening. The play was admirably produced,
and the Incidental 'music was remarkably good.
Its fate will he watched with Interest by lovers
of old fashioned drama as an indication of the
trend-of public taste. ifit succeeds, Mr. Fagan
|willhave imitator? on a higher level. I.X. F.
