The next two coaches were also badly damaged,

teats being ton; up and windows smashed, but in
these cars the passengers fared better, all except

a few escaping with slight injuries. The Pullman
remained upright, and none of its occupants were
hurt beyond sustaining a severe shaking up.

ONLY ONE OF TRAIN CREW KILLED.
The train crew, with the exception of Brakeman

Sldel. escaped mlracuously. the engineers and fire-
men sustaining only minor hurts. The injured

were taken to Sedaiia and the dead to Warrens-
burg.

The freight train was an extra. Its crew bad.
according to the story of the conductor of this
train, been Instructed to take a siding and let the
passenger train pass. The first section of the
passe. ser train had gone by when the freight

pulled out. The passenger train bora no signal

of a second section to come, he asserts, and he
h.i no reason to believe, that another train was
due.

COACH CUT IN TWO.
The passenger train w»* mart* up of three

roaches and a Pullman, with no baggage car. the
front eOMII being next to the tender. The freight
train was a heavy one. When the trains met the
heavy freight train pushed the passenger engine

back into the first coach. The tender of the pas-
senger engine literally cut th» coach in two In th*
centre, and never stopped until It had ploughed
Itself half way through the err and it*passengers,
killing those In the forward end Instantly, and
mangling all within reach in a most horrib'.e
awniif;.

Engineer of Freight Forgot to Take
a Siding.

Kansas City. Mo.. Oct. Twenty-eight persons
were killed anil thirty Injured, wm': of them
fatally. In a head-on collision to-day two miles
and a hair east of Warrensburg. Mo., between the
second section of a Missouri Pacific passenger train

which loft Wichita, Kan., last night for St. I^ouis.
with World's Fair excursionists, and a heavy west-
bound extra freight train. Warrensburg It south-

east of Kansas City. Th« collision occurred in

what !a called "Dead Man's Bend." Both engineers

and. both firemen saw the danger and jumped.
According to the local om>«i of the Missouri

Pacific, the engineer of tho freight train was to

biame for the wreck. Ifa forgot his orders. He
had been directed to wait on a siding at Knob-
noster, just east of W.-irrer^fcurg, but neglected to

do so. The trains met at a sharp curve.
Travel to the World's Fair has been so heavy

that all roads recently have been sending out many
of their trains in two or more sections. The train
wrecked to-day was made up at Wichita on Sunday
night, and, as Is the custom. it picked up addi-
tional coaches along the line. The last easel taken
;ip was at Pleasant Hill. Mo., at -about 4 o'clock
the forward coach, which was crowded.

BOTH TRAINS RUNNING RAPIDLY.
i:oth trains were running at a good rate of speed

when the wreck occurred. Dawn had hardly begun
to break, and neither crew was aware of the ap-
proach of the oilier train until they were almost
upon each other. The Impact of the collision was
territlc. T.ie sleeping passengers were hurled SB

every direction. The most of the killed were in
the forward coach, which was well crowded.

The spot where, the wreck occurred was In a
narrow cut. and this fact, with the darkness, added
to the difficulty of the situation. The greatest

confusion ensued after tho first lull following the
crash, and the groans of the injured were added
to the roar of the escaping steam of the wrecked
locomotives.
It was some time before word of the wreck was

sent back to Warrensburg. Relief trains. carry-

Ing physicians, were sent out as quicklyas possible
from surrounding towns, and everything possible
was done to aid the sufferers.
It was some time before the dead and injured

passengers could be extricated from the debris.
The dead wero carried up the track and laid In
rows In an open spare until the relief train ar-
rived, while the injured were cared for as well as
could be.
