VICTORY

Tradition Is Beaten by Only Half
a Length.

Olseau, J. G. Greener's great Ornus colt, won
the ~lassic Champagne Stakes at Morrls Park yes-
terday, and established his claim beyond gquestion
to rank with the greatest and best. Ie took up
the stake weight of 122 pounds, made all the run-
ning, and beat Tradition, conceded the best two-
year-old filly of the year.

Olseau's victory was Iimpressive, his triumph
pleasing., ¥He 1s a coit that fills the eyve, elther
standing in repose or extended in racing, and he
seems to have all those qualities that go to make
@& good racehorse—speed, stamina and courage, and
the ability, moreover, to run equally well over a
fast or 2 heavy track. ¥He has earned much glory
in previous contests, and i1t can be said he has
mever run a bad race, but yesterday he raced to his
greatest triumph.

The pity was that the conditions were so un-
favorable. The track was literally a sea of mud,
end the cold, rain laden wind blew across it and
ehilled 10 the bone. The crowd was small, but it
would have been fer smaller but for the promised
meeting between Oiseau and Tradition, and those
that braved the driving rain and piercing wind to
@ee these two great horses meet, well were they re-
pald for their discomfort. Tradition was beaten,
but not disgraced. In going that was probably a
distinct handicap to such a long, rangy mare, she
gave of her best with a fulness that satisfled.

The Champagne Stakes is one of the most historie
fixtures of the season, and one highly coveted
among owners and trainers not only for its value,
but for the traditions that surround it and for the
prestige that victory brings. Yesterday saw its
thirty-eighth running.

earned undying fame. This is particularly so in
recent winners, Including as it does Stalwart, En-
durance by Right, Garry Herrmann, Kilmarnock,
Plaudit, The Friar, Ben Brush and Sir Excess.
Qiseanu, wyesterday’s winner, seems to be well de-
serving of 2 place in this list, not ong of which has
failed to train on and win additional laurels.

YALE HARD PRESSED BY SPRINGFIELD.

Y. M. C. A. Makes Big Gains Through Blue
Line—The Score, 6 to 0.

[EY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE )

New-Haven, Conu., Oct. 12 -Yale nearly met her
match in a pouring northeaster to-day when the
Springfleld Young Men's Christian  Assoclation
Training School, which for two years has given
& hard rub 1o the Blue team, held her down to 8
to 0. Yale might have added to that another
touchdown actually made, but refused by the
umpire in the first ten minutes of play, and a 4hird
score when time was cajled on the visitors' two-
vard lilne in the second half. Springfield was com-
paratively easy In the first half. Yale had the
ball most of the time, and allowed the visitors only
two first downs.
