Workings in Enterprise Colliery WillHave
To Be Flooded— Hundred Idle.

Bhamokin. Perm.. Oct. Li-One man lost his life
in a Ore which broke out to-day in the Enterprise
mine. The names spread with such rapidity that
Stanislas Osaowlu, assistant pump runner, was
aught and burned to death. Seven hundred men

and boys are rendered Idle.
It was feared at first that other men were im-

prisoned to the burning mine, but State mine in-spectors and colliery offlciaU after an examinationslated that all the men escaped from the workings.
The mine will have to be flooded to conquer the
conflagration. This will moan a long period ofIdleness to the seven hundred employes

ONE DEAD IN BLAZING MINE.

Four Men Drown Xear Highland—
Other Disasters.

Boston, Oct. 15.— fierce northerly gale which
h -d swept the Massachusetts coast for two days
and which resulted early Friday morning inthe las*
of twelve lives by the destruction of the schooner
Went worth, off Chatham, early to-day caused the
wrecking, of another schooner, with the drowning
of four men. Three other vessels ware driven
ashore, but the crews escaped-

The three-masted schooner ElwooU Burton, bound
from St. John. N. 8.. for New-VorU. while trying to
make the harbor at Provincetown struck Peaked
Hill Bar, and was groan.! to pieces. The captain
and three members of the crew wero lost. whila
the mate and two men were rescued by life savers.
The dead, besides Captain Woodman Williams, of
St. John. N. 8.. are Almon Bodge, steward, and M.
Leer and W. Jorgensen. seamen,. Bodge came from
Lockeport. N.S..Leer from Holland and Jorgensen
from Denmark.

For two hours the men. driven to tho rigstnjr,
were hurled about by the awaylog of the vessel,

which finally broke in two, and all were cast Into
the raging waters. The three survivors were swept
ashore, only to find the beach barricaded by
wreckage and part of the schooner's cargo of laths,
against which they were beaten by th» breakers
until the life savers rescued them. The Elwood
Kurton was of 3M tons, built at Bath. Me., in 1572,
and was owned by K. C. Elkirss. of St. John, X B.

The three masted schooner Annie M. Allen, bound
from Hillsboro. N. 1?.. for Newark. N. J., in run-
ning for Gloucester Harbor went ashore between
Norman's Woe Reef and MugnolU Point, an4probably willbo a total loss. Her captain ami erww
of kU men reached shore safely without assistance.

A committee has
been appointed to reorganize the Builders' League
of Brooklyn, with which some of the lumber men
are affiliated.
It Is proposed to extend the league so that It

will take in buildingmaterial dealers and all trades
In any way connected with the building Industry,
as well as the building contractors.

NO SALOONS AS REGISTRY PLACES.
The County Board- of Elections in Essex County.

N. J.. has decided to stop the use of liquor saloons
as registry places, and several district officers win
appear before the board to-morrow night to receive
Instructions. The law forbids the use of apart-
ments that are connected In any way with bar-
rooms, but In many cases the rear rooms of saloons
have been used for registry. City Clerk Connelly
reports that there are thirty-one polling places in
Newark connected withsaloons.

New Amplifier May Completely
Change Telegraphic Methods.

!BT Trt-E'ißAra TO the TRIBrNH.!
rittsfleld, Haaa.. Oct. Stephen Dudley Field,

a nephew of Cyrus Field, the projector of the At-

lantk cable, hat made an Invention In Stockbrldge
which will, it Is satd. mako the wlrtless telegraphy
capable of handling commercial business of large
scope, as read'.ly as business is now handled over
the old syftem of wires. This Invention Is an ap-
puretus wh'.ch take* up the slightest waves of elec-
tric currents and records messages on paper tape
by the Moras code Furthermore. It is declared to
bo practicable, and !s to be used on steamships, la
lighthouses, el wireless stations, or. the coast or
Inland as soon as mitaMe stations have been pro-
vided
It is an Instrument which Increases the rangs

of the wireless Held and completely changes Urn
pres< Qt methods of receiving messages by the wire-
less systems. Mr. Fields calls his Invention an
amplifier. !t In a machine of wire coils and mag-
r 'M so adjusted as to record all variations In the
electric current which passes through It. One of
the nv>st novel features Is the use of threads of
«!b!«s MMthoniandth of an Inch In diameter to
truss ar.d connect some of the smaller parts. The
current is turned Into the amplifier and the message
is clicked out in printed Morse characters on th«
tape.

The amplifier Is said to »>« nothing but a mechani-
cal microscope for electricity. The 6ara* amplifier
