Year's Record of Accidents on Rail-
roads Shows BigIncrease.

Washington, Oct. 18— A report issued by the

Interstate Commerce Commission to-day shows

that the total number of casualties to persons

on railroads In the United States in the fiscal
year ended June 3'\ 19CU. was 55.130. compris-

ing 3.787 killed and SU34U injured. This shows

a large Increase. The tota. number of collisions
and other accidents was 11.291, involving$9,383.-

077 of damage to cars. «ngines and roadway.

Thts Is an increase of 64S mishaps.

The casualties showed an increase of 'J33 killed

and 5,360 injured over the preceding year. Four
hundred and twenty of those kilted were pas-

sengers and 3.W17 were railroad employes, and
of those injured 8.077 were passengers and 43.-
266 railroad employes. Included in these figures

are the statistics for the last three months of the

year, which show a total of t>77 killed and 11.-
41S injured, a Becrease from the preceding quar-

ter.
