favorite of King Charies 11, and another by him of
the first Duke of St. Albans, from whom ihe pres-
ent duke of that tlk is desoended in a direct line.

Lady Eden was known prior to her marriage as
the lovely Eybll Grey, daughter of Bir William
Grey, and 2 great-grandchild of the first and fa-
mons Ear] Grey. Her husband, Sir Willlam Eden,
is very wealthy, & large mine owner and the
possessor of a 0,000 acre estate

His full title is that of *'Sir Willlam Eden of
Maryland, North America,” one of the two baronet-
cles which he hol@s having been conferred upen hls
great-grandfather, Bir Robert Eden, for his ser-
vices as Governor of the FProvince of Maryland
Sir Robert married Caroline Calvert, sister of the
last Lord Baltimore. Bir Frederick Eden, an uncie
of the present baronet, was killed at the battle of
New-Orleans.

Prince of the Captivity” is the title that hes
from time to time been oonferred by the rabbis of
Jerusalem upon those members of their faith who
have cistinguigshed themselves In a pre-eminent de-
gree by thelr exertions in behalf of their core-
ligioniets.

“HIGGLEDY-PIGGLEDY.”

Weber Music Hall.

When the curtain rose last night en "Exhibit A™
(which is Act I) at the refurnished music hall in
Broadway where for so many years Weber and
Fields dispensed phrases for the enrichment of the
popular vocabulary, it was In the darkness which
precedes the dawn, and only one naked peak stood
up on the back drop into the rosy light. Some said
this was the Weberfrau, others the Nomatterhorn;
but no one doubted it was one of the Alps, no one
could doubt its family resemblance to an advertise-
ment. for Bwiss milk chocolate. Presently the sun
rose, and the cast woke up and came forth to greet
the morn. And slowly they became more and more
animated, until the audience rubbed its eyes and
realized that Joseph Weber, though he has had to
seek fields and pastures new, is by no means the
half a team it was predicted he would be on that
account, that he hus been able to reassemble a
new company, refurblsh an old hall, and put for-
ward a lively and entertaining show.

The book of “Higgledy-Piggledy' is by Edgar
Smith—there has been no change In that respect;
the music is by Maurice Levi. Both answef their
purpose, though each leaves something to be de-
sired; the book, though it has a more coherent story
than was often the case in past years, has less
raciness of idiom and less humorous lyries; and the
music, though often tuneful, {s as often recogniz-
able—old friends appearing in new keys. But both
are adapted to the needs of the varlous players
who make up Mr. Weber’s new company, and that
is much. It might seem at first blush, for Instance,
as hard to get Anna Held and Marie Dressler into
the same gown as the same bplay.

And speaking of Miss Dressler, why not be honest
and confess at once that to epeak of Miss Dressler
is to speak of the firm foundation on which the
new plece rests? There was Miss Held, who sang
and used her eyes, and showed some wonderful
gowns, 4nd Charles A. Bigelow, who exhlbited his
hair; and Harry Morris, who tried with poor suc-
cess to flll Fleld's shoes as a dialectle partner for
Weber; and Weber himself, of course: and Aubrey
Boucicault, who seemed not wholly in the picture,
to say the least; and Almee Angelis and Bonnile
Maginn, who scemed very much in {t. But none
of them were In sight when Miss Dressler loomed
on the stage. Her song, “A Great Big Girl Like
Me,” was the song of the evening; her parody of
a grand operatic finale brought down the first
curtain amid roars of laughter; and her reading
of a will to Weber and Morris brought that scene

nonsense, But Miss Dressler was not allowed to be
on the stage all the time. A little of M!ss Dressler
goes a long way. The management knew this, and
acted with commendable adherence to thelr con-
vietions. »

The costumes which have been provided, both for
the principals and the large and attractive chorus,
are of great richness and color, and Geerge Marion
(whom Mr. Bavage “loaned” to stage the produc-
tion) has woven them into stage pictures and
groupings with his socustomed skill. A curious
novelty won much applause—a dance by eight girls,
who carried themselves In baskets. The {illusion
was remarkably deceptive, and will doubtless be
copled extensively, till, llke the sextet, it dles by
dint of repetition.

There was a large and typical first night audience
on hand, rather critical, even skeptical, but agree-
ably disappointed. And in the face of this audience
Mr, Blgelow sang a song, with the refrain, “I'm so
lonesome,” narrating the fate of a man named
Cassldy who went for the summer to Arverns!
Broadway halled him as a hero.

TEACHERS COLLEGE ENDOWMENT.

If $110,000 Is Raised $640,000 Will Be
Available.

One hundred and eighiy thousand dollars has been
pleaged to Teachers College, affiliated with Colum-
bia University, in the last year, according to the
report of James Earl Russell, dean of thé college,
issued yesterday. Of this sum $30,000 has been de-
voted to the floating debt of the college and $§100,000
to endowment. By the terms of a gift from John
D. Rockefeller, made to the ccllege a year ago, as
soon as the college has of itself ralsed sufficlent
money to v off its entire indebtedness Mr. Rocke-
feller will glve $250,000 to the college. Further, he
promised $100,600 if other friends of the university
will raise an equal sum. In speaking of this mat-
ter yesurd;{ Dean Russell said: *“In the last aca-
demic year $180,000 has been pledged to the college
in accordance with the conditions made by Mr.
Rockefeller’s promise of endowment. This means
that the collection of an additional §110,000 will clear
off the college’s debt of $140.000 and bring Mr. Rocke-
teller's first gift of $230,008 along with an additional
gift of $100,000 from him, paralleling an equal
amount promised for endowment by other donors,
or, in brief, the collection of $11000 will bring a
sum of 3840000 immediately into the possession of
the college.'

Already $502,600 Has Been Subscribed for
Building to Replace One Burned.

The new Brooklyn Academy of Music, incgrpo-
rated last April, has issued a statement to the
pubiic eetting forth the need in Brooklyn of some
such building as the old Academy and asking co-
operation in bullding one.

WALLACE T. FOOTE.

Port Henry, N. Y., Oct. 20.—Wallace T. Foote,
long one of the most prominent iron manufacturers
in the country, died at his home in this village last
He was born in Middlebury, Vt., on March
15, 1825. He came to Port Henry in 1847, from
which time until his retirement from active busi-
ness in 1885 he was identifled with the iron business
of Northern New-York and Boston. He inaug-
urated modern blast furnace practice in the United
States Ly the erection {n 1855 of the first iron stack
furnace. This he followed shortly after with the
introduction of the closed hopper top and the use
of hot blast. The results which he obtained in
these pioncer furnaces compare favorably with
those obtained in the majority of furnaces to-day.
He was a brother of Charies Foote, formerly first
vice-president of the Illinois Steel Company, and
three of his eons also followed him in the iron busi-
ness, Mr. Foote was a director of the first rail
which penetrated the Champlain Valley, and after
his retirement from the iron business became inter-
