IT 1S 688,804 IN THE CITY.

Beats Record in Every Borough—
In New-York County, 391,021.

The four days’ registration in this city, which
closed last night, footed up 688,804 for all the
boroughs, the biggest on record, both for the
entire city and in each borough. It will be re-
garded by the poiiticai experts as plain notice
that there will be an unusually big Republican
vote in the city on November 8.

In Manhattan and The Bronx, the county of
New-York, the registration is 391,021, or 34,030
larger than in 1000, the last Presidential year,

The bL.g Republican X ¥ il District has rolled
up a registration of 23,039 this year, a gain of
4,569 over 1900, while a galn of 6,271 is shown
in the XXIIid District, which gives big Repub-
lican majorities, and a gain of 4,430 is seen in
the big Republican XXXIst Distriet.
