Price McKinney Names Standard toRace for
Trophy Won by Vingt et Tin.

Price McKinney. of Cleveland, the present owner
of the high speed motor beat Standard, has chal-
lenged, through tho Thousand Islands Club, of
Alexandria Ray, N. V.. for the American Power
Boat Association's gold challenge cup, won last
month by W. S. Kilmer's Vlngtet Un. of the Chlp-
pewa Hay Yacht Club.

Tlig declaration of trust governing the contests
for this trophy declares that the club holding the
cup shall defend It between May 30 and October 1.
and that, to Insure a contest, one challenge must
be delivered at least six months before the date set
for the match. Subsequently other clubs may
challenge and enter the same contest on the terms
proposed and accepted in th« first challenge re-
ceived, but no challenge shall be received later than
ten days before the date set for the first race of the
match. So It Is almost certain that other clubs
will challenge, and their entries will probably In-
rlu'?-' the fast boats now existing, and also those
to be built this winter. Each club must name Its
boat in the challenge, so Mr. McKinney is either
nulte sure that the present Standard is able to de-
feat, not only th«» existing boats of 1904, but all
those that may be built for 1905. or else he has In
mind a new boat, of the same name, to be built for
this race, H*is not obliged to file with the secre-
tary of the American Power Boat Association, untilten days before the date set for the first race, the
certificate of the measurement of the boat. This
would give him plenty of time to build.

The fastest recorded time of the Standard in a
race was 24.23 knots, made over the thirty-two mile
course on the Hudson River last June, when shewon the cup from the Water Lily. She attained a
speed of 24.4> against the tide on September 2 on
the Alexandria Bay course of twenty miles; but
the Vingt et In exceeded the best time made by
the Standard by I.M knots, when she made 25.35
knots on September 23. winning the cup which she
now holds. The course at Alexandria Bay is said
to be a good one, with deep water, so it Is possible
iho next race may be held there. Then la to be a
meeting of the American Power Boat Association
at the Hotel Astor. in this, city, on October 28. at
which the details of the next race may come up
for considei ation.

Steamboat Inspectors, Called Together by
the President, to Overhaul Regulations.

Washington. Oct. 25.—Another step toward mak-
ing the federal steamboat Inspection service more
effective was taken to-day when the supervising
Inspectors from air districts met at the call of Sec-
retary Metcalf of the Department of Commerce
and Labor to consider necessary changes in the
regulations.

In his letter to Secretary Metcalf. commenting
upon the Slocum disaster. President Roosevelt said:
"You will also make such, changes In the regula-
tions as are recommended by the commission, and
you will, therefore, call a special meeting of the
Board of Supervising- Inspectors for this purpose."

The board is now In session In conformity with
the President's order. It is tha purpose of the
board thoroughly to revise the present regulations
of the steamboat Inspection service in accordance
with the recommendations of the Slocum commis-
sion and their own ideas of the needs of the service.
Itis expected that the board willbe in session five
or six weeks. The final report of the board willbe
made to Secretary Metcaar. It willcontain drafts
of proposed changes In the regulations and recom-
mendations of such new regulations as may be
agreed upon by the inspectors. Th« board willsit
In executive session, and no report of their proceed-
ings willbe made public untilSecretary MetCUlf atthe conclusion of its work, shall authorize thepublication of the proceedings.

Colonel Leslie C. Bruce, captain of the American
team at Bisley last year, who was on a vacntlbn in
Morocco and the South of Spain when the Palma
trophy was sent back, has returned to this country
Indignant that the prize he helped win should have
been sent across to BBClaad. He denies flatly the
published statement of General Bird W. Spencer.
the president of the National Rifle Association,
that he had caused the trouble by neglecting t<»
carry out orders. He said yesterday:

What Ispecially protest against Is the excuse
given on this side for sending back the emblem, to
wit: That the captain myself) had failed to com-
ply with the Instructions given him to submit both
the government and the special barrels to the range
official and get a ruling as to any possible objec-
tions.

As General Spencer, who makes th!-» assertion,
knew at the time, we went abroad with one set of
barrels, those which had been used in our last team
practice h>-rf. And » year before (September, tt&tt,
when the British team won this very trophy at Ot-
tawa, Secretary Cross* being present, one of the
same Pope barrels was used by Or. Hudson, of the
American team, with the full knowledge and <-or-
sent of Its captain, while two other members of
that team (Captain CJraham and Lieutenant Casey),
both used especially secured samples of the new
Springneld. now the United State*, arm. but not
then an adopted pattern. No protest vvas t!;en
made, though a British team shot, but the Amer-
ican team at that time failed to win-perhaps that
makes a difference.

Captain Bruce said yesterday that the Kris-
Jorgensen rifles obtained for the team from the
United States ordnance department showed a lack
of uniformity In calibre, and ao were replaced with
others of private make. Stock and mountings

were, he said, government make. Other teams, he
said, had special stocks and mountings. Orthoplc
glasses fitted to hnt brims and other paraphernalia
were extensively employed, especially by the Brit-
ons and Canadians, he said. Captain Bruce told
how at a meeting of the captains of the seven
competing teams all debatable points were consid-
ered, anl how. on th*» morning of the match, the
range officers examined the American arms with-
out any protest. The Norwegian team. Captain
Bruce pointed out. had bright gilt sight*, not of
service pattern, but no objection was made.

Captain Bruce spoke as follows of Secretary
Crosse:

In the correspondence, asIhave recently read It.
Secretary i'ross»- is compelled to acknowledge thit
no secret was made of the exact description of rifle
we were using, and, in fact, they were described
In the most minute detail in many of the excellent
English publications devoted to the art of rifle,
shooting. Instead of making a straightforward,
manly and sportsmanlike protest as soon as the
fact was noted, th« «-?cretaj-y naively says. In ex-
cuse, for his remarkable silence for so loner a
period after the match, "that It would be offensive
to a competing team to assume that they intended
to commit a breach of the rules unless prevented
by a protest. It is obvious that Ifall competitors
were to feel at liberty to lnffing«> rules In the hope
that objections would not be taken It would be
Impossible to preserve good feeling In any match."

Yet in another part of his communication Secre-
tary Cross* acknowledged that he had at hand an
official sample of the very latest model of th«
United States arm. which has since supplanted the
Krag-Jorgensen. Of this rifle he is emphatic, writ-
Ing: "It would not have been allowed [the new
arm], although Issued to troops for service, aa It
was not eligible for use under the rule* of the
match."
