Apparent Attempt to Violate Span-
ish Neutrality.

Vigo, Oct. 2G.— The Associated Press has suc-
ceeded in obtaining «n interview with Admiral

Roje«tvennky, who expressed great 'regret oTer

the North Sea incident.
\he admiral stated that the unfortunate oc-

currence was purely accidental. The weather

the ni?ht in question was rather hazy. About
1 a. m. two torpedo boats, which the. Russian*-

supposed were Japanese cra'r. sud "only ap-

peared between the two divisions of the squad-

ron and seemed to discharge torpedoes.

The KusFinns immediately opened flre. They

saw no fishermen and were not aware that any

damage had been done. Evidently, the admiral
said, the fishermen had shown no lights.

The admiral repeated thnt he greatly regret-

ted that any injury had been done, and added
that he had no doubt the Russian government

Prince Keretelli. an officer of the battleship
Emperor Alexander 111. gives the followingex-
planation of the attack by the Baltic squadron

upon the British trawlers off Dogger Bank:

The transport Anatol, which was steaming
ahead of the squadron, was suddenly surround •

ed by eight torpedo boats, and requested as-
sistance, whereupon the battleship division ad-
vanced and signalled to the unknown vessels to
leave or disclose their nationality.

Th<» vessels refused to obey, and advanced
among the Russian battleships.

Suddenly a cannon shot was heard from an
unknown vessel. Then the admiral formed in
battle line and replied to the fire, afterward
continuing hia voyage.

Prince Keretelli added that the Russians
feared the strange torpedo boats were Japan-

ese, as the admiral was aware that the Jap-

anese had purchased su^h boats in England.

The arrival here to-day of the Russian bat-
tleships Bmperor Alexander 111. Borodino, Orel
and Kniai Bouvarofll and the transport Anatol,

which have anchored in this port, has caused
considerable excitement.

The commander of the port immediately

boarded tl>e Russian flagship and informed Ad-

miral Jtojestvenaky that the Spanish govern-

ment could not permit the warships to coal
within the port. Admiral Rojestvensky replied

that ills vessels needed repairs, and that for
that reason he- had separated from the remain-
der of his squadron. The commander of the port
promised to Inform the Spanish government of
the admiral's statement, and communicate the
government's reply as soon ns it was received.

In spite of this, nve German colliers anchored
in port alongside the battleships, whereupon the
commander of the port sent an aide-de-camp to
beg Admiral Rojestvensky not to violate Span-
ish neutrality, and also ordered the command-
ing offlc?r of the Spanish cruiser Estremadura
to notify the colliers that they must obey the
port authorities.

BATTLESHIPS AT VIGO.

Russian Admiral's Weird Tale of
Action in the North Sea.

Admiral Rojestvensky is quoted in a dis-
patch from Vigo as saying that thn attack on
North Sea trawlers was caused by two torpedo
boats, supposed to be Japanese, which seemed
to discharge torpedoes. The Russians, it is

The admiral's official report, it is said this
morning, has not been received in St. Peters-
burg, though it was believed yesterday after-
noon to be in the Emperor's hands.

Russia made a tentative communication to

Great Britain, expressing regret and prom-
ising reparation, but the British Foreign Of-
fice regarded it as incomplete. Tension in
England is increasing, and there are predic-
tions that the government willnot allow an-

other day to pass without taking sterner meas-
ures to obtain a response.

Sharp skirmishing along the lines of the
armies on the Shakhe was reported, but
neither side seems ready to begin a general
engagement. Advices from Moukden repeat
that the Japanese are preparing to advance.
General Kuropatkin'a appointment as com-
mander in chief has been well received in
Russia.
