The change in the situation sines 1900 cannot-
be exemplified than in the case of Ne-

braska, the State of William J. Bryan. Carried
by Bryan in IK*>. this State was tabulated as
doubtful In The Tribune's estimate in 19«X), and
Mr. McKlr.ley carried It by only a slender ma-
jority. This year the success of the Republican
national ticket Is assured, and even the effort
of the Democrats to carry the State by fusion
with the Populists on the local nominees seems
certain to fail. Here, as in every other State
of the Union, it is absolutely clear that the
larger share of the vote of the personal friends
and political followers of Bryan willbe cast for
Rooseveit, rarher than Parker, and it is the pos-
sibility that this vote may be cast in the Demo-
cratic column on State tickets that gives even
interest to the campaign in ha'.f a dozen States.

None the less, the outcome of the State elec-
tions in the majority of these Ptatea has be?n
decided by the failure of the Democratic national
campaign. In Xew-Tork. where the fiercest sort
of a struggle has been waged, the Republican
gubernatorial ticket has steadily gained strength
and its election is assured by at least 25,<X)0,

The collapse of the Democratic national cam-
paign brought about another interesting result—

and even Washington, the Democrats began to
strain every nerve to carry their State ticket,
and in New-York, as elsewhere, did not hesi-
tate at an early day to offer votes for Roosevelt
In return for votes for their State candidates.
The result has been the same in all these States;
even In.Indiana, where the efforts of Taggart
have been concentrated on the election of John
W. Kern as Governor, the State fight has ob-
scured the opera botiffe support of Parker. There
is a tendency noticeable in the replies to The
Tribune's request for estimates to make several
of these States doubtful in the State campaign.
and there willbe a difference of some thousands
of votes in many cases. This is due in nearly
every Instance to two facts— first, the over-
whelming popularity of President Roosevelt, and,

Parker's plurality in New-York County, where
the Democrats must look for a tremendous
margin in order to win In the State, will be
about 30.00") less than Mr. Coler's plurality two
year* ago. Coler had 80,604 in the county.

The closest estimates on inside figures by the
Republicans show a plurality for Parker of
around 50,000. The Tammany estimates, on
wh'rh the district leaders bet their money, indi-
cate a Parker plurality in the county of 85,000
Doubtless this Is from 5,000 to 10.000 ov«r the
mark. The Tribune's estimate is a flat 80,000

with 10,000 more for Herrkk.
Bryan carried the county four years ago with

a plurality of 28,76*5.

There is every reason to believe that Debs, the
Socialist Labor candidate for President, who
four years ago polled about six thousand votes
in the county, will this year have about ten
thousand. The vote of Thomas K. Watson, the
People's party candidate, is likely to equal that
of Debs In the county. These two candidates
draw almost entirely from the regular Demo-
cratic ticket.

The Debs> and Watson meetings have been
largely attended, and the adherents of these
leaders are doing a lot of hard work.

The Tammany leaders are not overexerting
themselves. Mayor MeClellan has not been on
the stump as yet, and the leaders seem to be
saving "steam" for the «^ht next fall. The
Tammany plurality in the county is large,
enough to insure the election of Victor J.
Dowling as Supreme art Justice and Joseph
I. Green as City Court Justice. Charles F.
Murphy last week authorized a public appeal
for contributions, which is a hint to the Parker
managers that times are hard and not to ex-
pect great things or. November S.

TAMMANY AWAITING NEXT FALL.
That Tammany should prefer to husband its

resources till next fall is only natural, as it Is
then, and not now, that McCarren is to be
driven to the political

—
that is. if Mur-

phy can do it. Next fall. if a certain amend-
ment to the State constitution is approved a
week from Tuesday, there will be a sort of
automatic reorganization of the Supreme Court
districts, whereby four new Justiceships willbe
created in this county. With three justices re-
tiring, there will be seven places on the bench
to fill. These are all "life jobs," so called, at
$17,500 a year, with considerable patronage, di-
rect and Indirect, at the disposal of the justices.

Then, too, there will be a complete county
ticket, with a District Attorney. County Clerk,
Register and Coroners, to be provided for, in
addition to a city ticket. Tammany is saving Its
resources for next fall's f.grht. Parker has
proved a disappointment to the Tammany lead-
ers and there will be no lasting sorrow \u25a0 he
retains iii-ica:-'a. .v-v pmg RepuDi ... Tory
for the National and State tickets. Heir!

a good enough friend of Murphy, but the Judge-
Loss's record shows that he would have a po-
litical machine of his own, and Murphy is sus-
picious of all u^i State politicians.

The Tammany district leaders admit to their
newspaper friends that the Parker plurality in
the county willnot exceed iixiy thousand. That
is enough for Tammany. A Presidential year
is an "off" year to Tammany.

The Tribune on Thursday printed a significant
interview with one of the Tammany sub-iead<?rß
of the XVlthDistrict, a typical East Side Tam-
many stronghold, in Avenue C neighborhood.
It is controlled by City Chamberlain Patrick
Keenan. Mr. Keenan Is broad spirited and
popular, and If anybody could hold his run in
line be ought to be able to do it. The Tam-
many canvass In the XVlth shows a loss of 4<h»
as compared withlast year, and of 1,500 as com-
pared with 1902, when Coler had a plurality of
'2.r.i >. The district this year will barely give
a Parker plurality of 1,100.

A West Bide district leader, when asked on
Thursday about conditions around Thirty-
fourth-st. and North River, said:

"Parker v.ill get not more than 40.000 in the
county. Eighty per cent of the Germans. 90
per cent of the Jews, !Ci per cent of the Italians,
and 100 per cent of the negroes are for Roose-
velt. We can't hold them in a Presidential year
with an unknown man at the head of the ticket."

This statement is cited not because it decides
anything In particular, but because It shows
that there is little fighting spirit in the Tam-
many men. They do not feel that they have
anything in particular at stake. They have be-
come used to a largely decreased plurality in
Presidential years, and what has happened regu-

larly before, they reason, willhappen again.

EXPECTED REPUBLICAN GAINS.
Looking "down the line," the Republican lead-

ers believe that they willmake substantial gains
on their Congress ticket. Joseph Levinson, the
Republican candidate In the IXth District, be-
lieves he will win. In1902 the vote was a? fol-
lows:

Republicans generally concede the election of
Su!z> r Id the Xth, Hearst in the Xlth and Cock-
ran in the XHth. The normal Democratic plu-
ralities there are too heavy to be swept aside
even in a "good" Republican y<~ar.

Herbert Parsons will win in the XITIth. This
is the district carried by Francis Burton Har-
rison t'.vo year.- ago by a plurality of about
1.."<«- The county will need to go Democratic
by more than 100,000 to elect a Democrat there
this year. Mr. Parsons is a worker. His plural-
ity probably wfH be close to 000. His opponent
is Edward Bwann, who is not doing much to
Sleet himself .

In the XVth District Jacob Van V*chten Ol-
oott. Republican, will ha.\u25a0 an easy tirr.e of it.
His Democratic opponent. M. Francis Lough-
man, is making a lively vass. but the district
hi safely Republican in a Preside year. Mr.
Loughn-.an baa been ir.dorsed by the Wateon
Democrats. He assisted in circulating the Wat-
son petition nominating himself. On the order
of Charles F. Murphy, he was obliged to de-
cline thn> indorsement of the Peoplr's party.
which, feeling affronted by the snub, has nomi-
nated one of its own men for Congress.

In the XVIIthDistrict there is a battle royal
between William S. Ber.net, former Justice of
the Mur.ic ;pal Court of the upper West Bide,
and Franklin Leonard, jr.. the Tammany candi-
date. In 1902 S.hober, the Tammany candidate
beat Andrews. Republican, by a vor* of 19,248
to 17.731. The district is normally Republican.
The Republicans are united th!» year, and Mr
Bonnet's election is cor."«»ded by the Tammany
leaders. Shober Is a Hearst man, and was
"turned down" because of that fact. His friends
naturally feel the slight, and will "square the
account" on Election Day.

The Republicans will gain at least one, and
perhaps two or three. Senators this year The
Tribunes forecast concedes all but the XVth
and XlXth districts to Tammany. The friends
Of Martin Saxe claim his election In the XVIKh
District over Plunkitt. the veteran Tammany
representative from that district.
