The first anniversary of the
Independence of Panama was celebrated In an
orderly manner to-day. High mass was cele-
brated In the morning, and in the afternoon
there was a meeting at which municipal offi-
cers delivered addresses. This was followed by
a reception given by Porfirio Melendez, civil ;ir..;

military Governor of Colon, Commander Mer-
rlam of the American cruiser Dixie, the con-
sular officers and •:;<.:\u25a0,>• other perrons attend-
ing:. The- Dixie fired a salute of twenty-one
guns at noon. To-night there were a ii.-'play of
fireworks and a public ball. The town is deco-
rated In red, whit* and blue, and pictures of
President Roosevelt, President Amador and
Governor Molcndez are prominently displayed.

The Republic of. Panama yesterday celebrated
the first anniversary of, its birth. No other
country in South America, with the exception of
Brazil, attained Its independence without the
necessity of a protracted armed conflict. The
unanimity of sentiment among t,he people on the
Isthmus made the task of secession from Colom-
bia an easy one. Absolute disregard by the
IJogota government of the Interests of Panama;

unfair taxation and general maladministration
were some of the causes which Induced the Pan-
ainans to revolt. Hut the principal reason, and
one which could not be overlooked, as many

overt acts on the part of the Colombian govern-
ment had been, was the failure of the Congress
at Bogota to ratify the Ilay-Herran treaty for
the completion of the Panama Canal.
