Creator for restoring to the threne that monarch—
namely, Charles I1--who remalfis on record as the
most “profligate monarch who ever occupled the
English throne. -

It was Parllament and Convocation which by
votes of an overwhelming majority requested the
Queen to abolish these services as anachronisms,
and so strong was tho pressure brought to bear
upon her that, acting in accordance with the ad-
vice of her extremely sensible consort, she yielded,
though with reluctance. For she was passionately
devoted to the memory of her Stuart ancestors, and
far more proud of her descent from them than of
her membership of the royal house of Hanover.
This cult for the Stuarts grew stronger in her old
age, and 1 cannot help thinking that had she been
requested by Parliament and Convocation to do
away with these religious services In the closing
years of her relgn, she would have refused, on the
ground that it would be an affront to the memory
of the Stuarts,

It may be of Interest to add that while the re-
liglous observance of the anniversary of King
Charles II's restoration, and of his father's execu-
tion, has entirely ceased in England, it still con-
tinues to this day at Boston and at Philadelphia
under the auspices of the American branch of the
so-cailed White Rose League, or Jacobite Soclety.
Of course, until the War of Independence, and as
long as the country now known as the United
States was subject to English rule, as British
colonies, the services above mentioned were Just
as obligatory In the churches here as in the
churches of the United Kingdom.

THE  DRAMA.

“BIRD CENTER.”

Majestic Theatre.

John T. McCutcheon once drew some very funny
Pletures, which he called “Bird Center Cartoons.”
These cartoons he accompanied with short descrip-
tlve paragraphs, supposedly clipped from the Bird
Center weoekly paper. The clippings were so llke
the average rural paper in style, and the
Plctures, in their broad, grimacing fashion, wers
after all so true to the aspects of life In such a
community as Bird Center, that Chicago, and then
later the country at large, saw and applauded.
So far, exccilent. But thege is no letting well
enough alone in this land of the free and home of
the adoption. Nothing short of a stage version of
these cartoons would satisfy Messrs. Hamlin,
Mitchell and Flelds. So on the stage the cartoons
went, Glen MacDonough acting as pitchforker,
and last night the result was shown at the Majestic
Theatre,

Bhades of George Ade and “The County Chalr-
man”! Shades of Mrs. Rice and “Mrs. Wiggs of
the Cabbage Patch”! Shades of all “By gosh”
and “I reckon” dramas gone before, and shades of
their forgotten authors! Why should this thing
be? Is it that your mallign influences have brought

it about? One rubs his eyes and asks,
with  Kipling, “it's rural, but is it Art?’
Then, presently, he amends this query. “It's
not Art,” he says, “but is it rural?’ At

any rate, It is not McCutcheon. With this “Bird
Center” there ig assuredly something the matter,
Like the bird's centre in *The Mikado,” this one
discloses the presence of a mysterious stranger,
but Koko's other explanation for the odd actions of
the Tit-willow birdie seems the more applicable
here. Only blindness to the meaning and mission
of McCutcheon's cartoons and lack of understand-
Ing of the only justifiable basis for rural comedy
could have permitted the production of this play
and its exhibition.

Mr. McCutcheon's cartoons, of course, drew alike
their humor and their worth from the genuineness
of their observations. T'nless that genuineness
was preserved on the stage both humor and worth

were sure to go, as was the case. All rural
comedy must depend on genuineness of obser-
vation for its success, in like manner. ‘‘S8hore

Acres” and “The County Chairman’ were freshly
and truly observed, and the fact was under-
stood and appreciated. “Mrs. Wiggs” Is much
less genulne, and it Is just so far less successful.
“Bird Center,”” the drams. has no genuineness
about it, no first hand observation, no spontanelty
of humor, no naturalness of dlalogue, no freshness
of life seen and recorded by a loving if whimsical
hand. Even its plot. propped up to make a frame-
work in which the puppets might dance, is stale,
trivial and ridiculous. A prominent person in the
play last night wus the village undertaker. It wiil
be surprising If his promiuence does not increase in
the near future.

MAN MR. DRAYTON ACCUSED GUILTY.

Mr. Lindsley Finds Against Detective Who
Went to “Arrange” Trouble with Messenger.

J. Coleman Drayten, scn-in-law of Mrs. William
Astor, appeared at the police trials yesterday as
the complainant against Detective Sergeant Will-
fam T. Judge, whom he charged with trying to
“arrange’ trouble which had occurred between the
complainant and a messenger boy. The boy, on
the morning of September 28, dellvered two tele-
grams at the home of Mr. Drayton, and Sergeant
Judge is alleged to have gone to the house of Mr.
Draytcn the day after the trouble occurred and to
have told Mr. Drayton that the boy was going to
have him arrested on & charge of assault. Judge,
it s alleged, told Mr. Drayton to “fix" the affair
with the boy, as the boy would give him unpleasant
notoriety.

Mr. Drayton denied that he had struck the boy,
but did say that he had put him out of the house,
because the boy had tried to force his way in.

Sergeant Judge said that the boy was his brother-
fn-law and lived at hls house. He denied that he

had advised Mr, Drayton to “fix the matter up,” |

and also denied that he sald anything about the
boy having a *‘pull” with the papers, but averred
that his only object in golng to the house of the
complainant was to try to find out whe had as-
sauited the lad and the cause of the assault.

The Boston Symphony Orchestra.

A high tribute to the thrice admirable excellence
of the Boston Symphony Orchestra and its con-
Auctor, wilhelm Gericke, was challenged by the
concert {n Carnegle Hall last night. It might, per-
haps, be pald by saying that In all the nineteen
vears {n which its ministrations have delighted
New-York's music lovers, refining their tastes
and helping them to an appreclation of charm

Of orchestral euphony, no occasion can be
recalled which contained greater enjoyments
than were provided last night. The middle

Numbers of the programme piqued curlosity in-
asmuch as they presented a new composition
and a solo performer who is a vital factor in the
organization. But beginning and end were old ac-
quaintances, and these, in spite of thelr familiarity,
were the features on which it Is most pleasurable
to dwell in retrospection. Especially the begin-
ning, which consisted of Beethoven's fourth sym-
Phony—a work whose indlviduality asserts Itseif,
and always compels admiration, in spite of the
fact that it eschews the dramatic and roman-
tic elements which have given greater promi-
nence in the world's lists to the third, fifth,
sixth, seventh and ninth symphonies of its crea-
tor, A more fascinating and compelling per-
formance than that of last night we
cannot recali. One more replete with the charm
of tonal euphony, elasticity, homogeneity and pre-
cision we cannot even imagine. It was a miracle
of lovellness, and had but one defect, which it
seems almost an Injustice to mention. This was
the misconception of the tempo of its idylllc slow
movement. Why so fast? The plece stands alone
even among Beethoven's instrumental supplica-
tions and ascriptions of praise, and no body of
musiclans that we know could have given it so
perfect an utterance as the men from Boston.

The concer: introduced the new concert master
of the organization, Mr. Willy Hess, as a solo
performer. He played Joachim's concerto in the
Hungarian style. On a venture It might be said
that it is his especial war horse. Most virtuosi
avold it for an obvious reason—it requires a mar-
vellous mastery of the violin to show forth its
beautles. But Mr. Hess has that mastery. He
stirred his listeners to a demonstration of enthusi-
asm such as i{s seldom witnessed at a concert of
th!s character. There was a verve, an impetu-
osity, an authority, a fulness and perfection
of tone and ophrasing In his performance
that left no room for fauitfinding. He had his
listeners captive from the beginning, and held them
20 to the end. Again we have a master at the head
of the Boston violins. The other novelty was a
scherzo by Dukas, a plece of descriptive musie
based on Goethe's poem, “Der Zauberlehrling,"”
cal'ed in French “L'Apprenti Sorcier”—a delightful
bit of humeor in muslie, clear and eloquent in pur-
pose and fascinatingly scored.

MORGAN RETURNS COPE.

MAKES PRESENT TO ITALY

Government of That Country to
Have the Relic.

The anclent ecclestastical cope which was
Stolen from the cathedral of Ascoll, Italy, two
years ago and later purchased by J. Plerpont
Morgan has been presented to the Itallan gov-
ernment by Mr. Morgan. The presentation was
made through Baron E. Mayor des Planches,
the Itallan Ambassador, who called by appoint-
ment on Mr. Morgan in this city yesterday.
The cope 1s now In the Victoria and Albert
Museum, at South Kensington, England, Mr.
Morgan having lent it to that Institution.

In announcing that the relic was to be pre-
sented to his government, the Ambassador paid
a high compliment to Mr. Morgan, and sald that
the importance of the gift from an Itallan point
of view could not be overestimated.

“The announcement will be recelved with the
keenest satisfaction by all Itallans'™ he de-
clared. “The dellcacy of the situation which
followed the purchase of the cope by Mr. Mor-
gan was fully realized, and his voluntary offer
to present the relic to the Itallan government
was gladly accepted. It was a most graclous
act upon Mr. Morgan's part, and will win for
him the gratitude of the whole Italian people.”

When he was invited by his government to
open negotiations with Mr. Morgan looking to
the eventual return of the cope. Ambassador
des Planches sald, he called to his assistance
General d! Cesnola, director of the Metropoli-
tan Museum of Art, in this city. To General di
Cesnola Mr. Morgan intimated that if only he
could be sure that the relic was stolen he would
not hesitate to place it in the hands of its

ownera. Finally the meeting between the Am-
bassador and Mr. Morgan was arranged for
yesterday.

Mr. Morgan then announced his decision. He
said that he felt justified in making the pur-
chase at the tlme he made it. He had no rea-
son to question the right of possession of the
person from whom he made the purchase, and
it was received by him and lent to the Victoria
and Albert Museum in good faith. He valued it
very highly, but in view of the discussion and
of the fact that the right of possession was
qtiestioned he had determined to settle the en-
tire affair by preeenting it to the Italian gov-
ernment.

Some time may elapse before ihe relle act-
ually comes into possession of the government,
sald the Ambassador, as it must be released
from the museum at South Kensington in the
usual manner. He considered that of second-
ary importance, however.

The cope was presented by Pope Nicholas IV
to Ascoll, his native place. It is a French work
of the thirteenth century, and is one of the
finest specimens of fetlal art of that period that
have been preserved,

It was in 1902 that the cope was stolen from
the cathedral of Ascoll while repalrs were be-
ing made on the bullding. Every effort to trace
it or discover the thieves failed until last July,
when a letter appeared in the "“Glornale d'Italla™
from Signor Riccl, the director of the Galleries
of Florence, saying that the cope was on ex-
hibition at the South Kensington Museum,
where it appeared as the property of “a well
known American collector.”

A month later, at Ascoll, Monsignor Sanlarelll,
the rector, and several priests were summoned
to appear before the court which was investi-
gating the theft of the cope. Two days later it
became known that Rocchiggiani, the photog-
rapher, who had been arrested in connection
with the case, had committed suicide by hang-
ing in his cell. Rocchiggiani left a note stating
that he was innocent, and intimating that the
real thief was one high in Italian circles. The
search for the culprit or culprits has since been
conducted with considerable care, but ne trace
has been obtained.

Some time ago a movement to raise a suffl-
clent sum of money to purchase the cope was
begun in Italy, but in view of yesterday's an-
nouncement nothing more will be done in that
direction.
