the people, which, more frequently than otherwise,
accomplish their purpose.

Mr. Smith tells of the success of presenting
Shakespearian productions in Cooper Union, and
declares tnat it is the duty of the institute to
obtain the establishment of such an institution.
As teh trustees of Cooper Union have declined.
bowever. to allow any more dramatic performances
in the hall, holding that they are foreign to the
original purposes of the Union, another place must
be sought for the People’s Tl}eu.re_

This brings up the People’s Hall project. Mr.
Smith says that “the interest feit in the measure
ard the approval of s!l who have been cousuited
promise success in a not distant future.” He
states that the organization of a general commit-
tee of representative citizens has been begun, and
that it is proposed to enlage this to one hundred.

Erie and Deer Park Residents Disagree Over
Location for New One.

The State Rallroad Commission met yesterday at
the Whitehall Building and held three public hear-
ings. One wks on an application from the Town
Board of Deer Park, Orange County, for the aboli-
tion of the grade crossing known as Croskey's
crossing, at Sparrowbush village, where elght
tracks of the Erie Rallroad cross the highway, on

HYENAS DRIVE OFF LIONS.

Instances Related in Which They Protect
Men in the Jungles.

“--’i&‘??ﬁ:ﬁq-”"% the traveller, “"do mnot hesitate,
when hunting in packs, to attack lions, even
though the lions are in considerable numbers, and
in such encounters the hyenas often get the better
of it. 'The lion is a good deal of a bluffer. He looks
so flerce and roars so loudly that he gets a greater
reputation for cour:je than is rightfully his.
r. Donaldson Smith, a well known African ex-
lorer, in his account of his journey to Lake
tludolph, tells stories of lion hunting which cor-
roborates the traveller's reports of the relative
merits of the hyena and the lion. On one occasion,
when camped in the midst of a lion Infested coun-
try, Dr. Smith and his followers built a zereba,
which is a little inclosure of brush of such material
as comes to hand,

They made ready to spend the night watchfully,
for they knew that lions were all about them.

Hearing a noise, Dr. Smith parted the bushes
with which the entrance to the zereba had been
filled, and saw three lions prowling about. When
they saw the doctor they slunk off into the brush.
But when night came down the lions return
bringing & number of other lions with them, an
began to sniff about the zereba so close that Dr.
Smith, lying flat on the ground with his rifle inside
the inclosure, and watching for an opportunity to
get a shot, could feel the breath of the growling
animals.

Just when it seemed as if the pack of lions was
about to charge the zereba their attention was
diverted bg an attack upon them by a number of
hyenas, which came growling and snarling out of
the forest.

The hyenas attacked the lions with great fury
end bravery. In the excitement of the fight the
ordinary howl of the hvena changed to a deep, loud
roar, which Dr. Smith declares to be nearly equal
in strength to the roar of the lon.

In this fight the lions were driven off.

The natives told the explorer that it was no un-
common thing for the hyenas to attack the lions,
and that as a rule the hyenas got the better of the
encounter.

Lions in the Lake Rudolph region of Somaliland,
according to the reports of explorers, are accus-
tomed to hunt in packs—probably for protection
against the hyenas.

At one village in which Dr. Smith stopped he was
told of a pack of six llons which huntedgaround
that locality and frequently rushed the villige and
dragged natives from the huts. The natives re-
garded the fact of a pack of hycnas being in the
neighborhood as an assurance of safety from the
llons, because when the llons g0 man hunting the
hyenas go llon hunting, and the man escapes.

Some people say that the lion’s roar is most
thrilling when the animal is in a menagerie, but
most _hunters of big game declare that this is not
s0. They say that there is nothing so magnificently
awe inspiring as the roar of a maddened llon—one,
for instance, that has been hit by the hunter, but
not killed.

In spite of this roar, however, there ara those
who venture to call in question the lion's coura
though the matter will probably always be one for
discussion. It is probable that among lions it Is the
same as among people—some are brave and some
are not. But whatever may be thought of the lion,
the hyena gets a better repufation the more he is
known and his habits understood,
