»n France's intentions. The Ambassador said:
'"It ls profoundly regrettable that the parties
did not hed your advice toward averting the
present slaughter."

Baron Thinks Present, Outlook for
Peace Discouraging.

Baron Ker.taro Kar.eko. the ex-Cabinet Minister
of Japan who has been in this country for several
taontha or. \u25a0 special mission, yesterday at the
Holland House discussed the inflexible purposes of
Japan, and in response to Inquiries gave his views
on the "peace talk" growing out of Lord Lans-
downe's suggestion of arbitration as the means for
ending hostilities between Russia and Japan.

"Ins Statement.'' 6aid Baron Kaneko. "that Japan
has even unofficially made any peace proposals to
Russia is certainly unfounded. The logic of the
situation Is sufficient to prove that it Is untrue,

Japan In every clash of arms thus far in the pres-
ent conflict has come off the victor, and that Fhe
Fhould under such circumstances condescend to sue
for peace Is Inconceivable. It should, however, be
remembered that Japan is waging the war solely to
secure a lasting peace and that Russia has been the
peace breaker. It was because the aggrre- .aion and
arrogance of Russia menaced the peace of Asia.
and threatened as well the national r-xistence of
Japan, that we are now engaged In this war. It
follow*' therefore, as was said by Knsl&nd'n Kor-
eign Secretary, that Japan would not resent a
proposition looking- to peace. It may be said with
equal truth that Japan would willinglyconsider
the friendly offices of a neutral power that would
have for an object a settlement— that be possible
—of the Issues that divide the belligerent powers.

Italy's Eforts to Bring Question
Before Hague Court.

Rome. Nov. 12.— The Foreign Offlce gives de-

nial to the rumor Aat the French press in Italy

Is again trying to interest the powers in inter-
vention with a view to ending the Russo-Jap-

anese war. and It is remarked again that any

such action would be Impossible until the bellig-

erents were disposed to accept the good ©m>fs

of one or more of the powers.
Itis asserted that the activity shown by the

Italian government In an exchange of views

with other countries alms to prepare the world
for a definition of the rights and duties of neu-

tral powers In time of war. The proposition

with reference to this matter will be based on
the discussion of the subject at the time of tho
Spanish-American War, in which France. Great
Britain and Italy especially took part. It is now
Intended to submit It to a second conference of
the Hague Arbitration Court.

The "Tribuna" cays that according to reliable
Information the conference will not meet till
after the conclusion of peace in the Far East,

as only then can all the powers give strength to
the significance of the conference and feel its
Influence.

TO FIX XEUTRAL RIGHTS.

Sixteen Vessels of Baltic Fleet Sear

Cape Verde.
Dakar. French West Africa, Nov. 12.— Four

battleships, five cruisers and seven transports of
the second Russian Pacific squadron have ar-
rived in the roads and are coaling.

SQUADRON AT DAKAR.

For the last five weeks we have practically

not advanced at any point on the whole south-
western front even a few versts further than
we stood on October 5. On the contrary, we at
several places have been obliged to retire sev-
eral versts. but the present lines of defences
must be ccneiiered permanent, in view of the
strong fortifications constructed. The Japanese
positions at several points are only 800 paces
distant from ours, and must be considered to

be definitely occupied by the enemy. The lat-
ter'B fortifications are acknowledged by all com-
petent persons to be skilfullyconstructed. Their
trenches in many places are so cleverly con-
cealed as not to be noticeable a short distance
away, the earth removed being carefully thrown
In front of the trenches. The general position
causes a great tension on both sides.

Alarming news has been received from Port
Arthur, but there ha* been an absence of re-
ports during the last few days.

On November 11 scouts on our right fiank at-
tempted to pierce the line of the Japanese forti-
fications, but were mot with a stubborn resist-
ance, and. finding the enemy strongly rein-
forced, retired.

Human Correspondent Confirms the

Previous Dispatches.
Moscow, Nov. 13.— Nemirnvitch Danchenko,

telegraphing from Moukden under to-day's date,
says the reports of the death of General Kuroki
are confirmed. According to his version, the
splinter of a shell struck General Kurokf. tear-
ing out a portion of his bieast and abdomen.
He died on October 4 ut Liao-Yang, alnd his
body was sent to Japan. A rumor is persist-
ently circulated that a kinsman of the Mikado,

Slaosanai. literally •'Little Third Prince." has
been appointed to succeed General Kuroki, but
the actual command of the army has been in-

trusted to General Nodzu, who is reviewing op-
erations.
