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These benefits of the work have all been
alluded to in former reports, but each season
presents them in a new light, and each year tna
workers and contributors have brought to them
more forcibly the good done by The Tribune
to. the Fresh Air Fund:

The cid question has again been often repeated
through the summer: "What good does the out-
ing do?" This summer, 100, as heretofore, the
workers for the Fund have had new proofs of
the far reaching benefit conferred by this work,

benefit not confined to the recipients them-
selves and to the summer, but extending through

families and lasting for yearF.

The mere pleasure thus given to little lives

otherwise rarely freed from care and privation

is patent. More important than that, how-
ever, is the physical upbuilding of two weeks
of fresh air, sunshine, cleanliness and good and

abut. food. A trainman In one of the rail-
road stations who has helped Freeh Air children

aboard the trains for many years remarked one
day last summer: "The little pipestem aims are
much sounder and more plump when Ihelp

them off the trains on their return from the
couiitry." The average child gains from four 10

six pounds in the two weeke. A gain of ten
pounds is not uncommon. Again this season the
physician* reported some children whose lives
were Bayed by the outing. AH get an impetus

Uksiy to help them through the year.

But Jt is the moral gain that is most potent
end lasting. Inorder to go away with a Fresh
Air party the child must come In touch with
the missions and Sunday schools. Several
\u25a0weeks before he goes he begins to form habits
of cleanliness, which are kept up through his
visit and keep some hold on him through the
rest of the year. For the first time he sees the
better way of living, and is steeped In its in-

fluence for two weeks. "When he returns to his
own home he is discontented with old ways and
brings to hie parents new ideas of. better things.
Again last season testimonials were received
from persons who have made comfortable homes
for themselves and are occupying good positions,
declaring that their first inspiration to make
something of themselves came from a fortnight

in the country with a Tribune Fresh Air party.

Permanent friendships are formed between the
children and their city guest?. Every year
many children are invited back by hosts of
former years. This season there were fifty-

eight xeinvited from one mission alone. A host
in Otsego County, N. V., who entertained a
Fresh Air boy twenty-six years ago, extended
this season an invitation to the children of his
former gui-sr. Three women who were formerly

Fresh Air children themselves entertained chil-

dren for The Tribune last year. Many of the

children correspond the year round with their
country friends.

Lord Anglesey, the bankrupt hi.-ad of the house
of Paget. is livingvery quietly In the Grand Hotel,

at Dinard. his entourage reduced to one manser-
vent, the little baby girl whom he adopted about
a year and a half ago, and her nurse. He declares
that he has had several offers from America, from
first class manager?, to co on the stage her*, but
that he does not feel like doing so Hit yet. Ho
spends bis time on hi* book, which he is writ.
about himself, and in the adaptation of plaj9, and
takes his mlafortunes very y>hllosf>r>h!cally.

As Ihave already pointed put, his theatrical

tastes are the Inevitable result of the environment
of his youth. For his mother died In his infancy.
and her sister, by whom he was entirely brought
up «s her own child. la married to CoQuelln cadet,
one of the foremost actors of the French stage.

The sale of his effects at his place In Wales in*
realized a far lan r sum than anticipated, and tbe
consequence is that, with the fr,ll approval of his
creditors, be will very shortly obtain his dtsetarga

from the Court of Bankruptcy and be in a position

to resume his seat in the House of Lords, from
which he has Oe^n temporarily suspended.

MARQUISE DE rONTBJJO*.

The existence of royalty is marred by many
thorns, and one cannot feel a*tonl.'hed that Its
members should sometimes express their eaflerness

to barter all t^e advantages of their rank for thone
enjoyed by ev*?ti the l.umblett peasantry, namely,

privacy and Immunity from the laws of court ett-
quette.

But the inexorable laws of Spanish court etiquette
require that it should be otherwise, ar.d that when

a member of the royal family is about to die—and
sometimes the death agony is terrible to behold,

though it was not so in the case of tho Princess of

the Afturias—all the dignltariea of the court, all
the guards on duty, the servants of the pala nnd

all the noblemen and noblewomen of grandee rank

who may happen to be at the palace should have

the right to put In an appearance around the royal

deathbed and to witness the royal demise.

Itla in keeping with those other barbaric custonu

which exact that tli«< corpses of Spanish royalty
should be reduced to the condition of a mummy by
not merely months, but years, of exposure to the
dry atmonpherei of the vaults cut In the ruck on
which the Palace of th«» Escurial Is built before
being laid to their last rest In the tombs that form

a feature* of the palact* mausoleum and church;

which require tho presence of nil sorts of great dig-

nitaries of state at royal births, to safeguard

against any danger of supposllition. and which at
Vienna, at Dresden, at Munich, etc., demand that

the heart, the viscera and the brain of the royal
dead should be consigned to the care of other
churches and cathedral* than tho&e where the mu-
tilated body is laid.

Ifever people yearn for privacy, it Is when gath-

ered around the deathbed of a dearly loved daugh-

ter, wife and sister, to receive her last farewell.
Queen Christina, King Alfonso, the Infanta Maria

Theresa and Don Carlos of Bourbon, husband of

the dying woman, were thuß assembled after the

princess had received absolution from the fathfT

confeesor of the family, whei suddenly the great

folding doors of the apartment were thrown open.
and, escorted by UM halberdiers of the R.jyal

Guard, the grand almoner of tho court, followed by

all the canons and dignitaries of the Chap.-l Royal,

some forty in number; by all the grand dignitari.-s

of the court and officials of the royal household and
by all the irrande^s, men itnd women, who hap-

pened to be apprised In time of the Impending cere-
mony, marched into the ileatii chamber, each bear-

Ing a lighted candle. Ail dropped on their knees,

the halberdiers as well as the ot.lvrs. and after
administering the viaticum tho grand almoner com-
menced to recite the prayers for the dying, to

which the responses were made by the attendant
clergy and by all others present. Before twenty

minutes had gon« by the princess had passed away.

elder sister, the twenty-two-year old Princes* of

the Asturias, who succumbed to failure of the heart
forty-eight hours after giving preniature birth to a
little Infanta.

years his alleged death, it rr.ufit be borne in mind
that the case would be by no means without prece-
dent. In an Italian city there lives to-day the
bearer of one of the. grandest rames of the German
aristocracy who figures as dead in the pages de-

THE COMTE DE CHOISEUL PRASLIN
The Comic de Choiseul Praslin, who arrived her*

by the French liner last Saturday, is half an Amer-
ican, his mother having been a Miss Elizabeth
Forbes, of New-York, while hit* father Is the sixth
Duke of Praslin and the second Duke of Choiseul
Praslin. by which latter title. Indeed, he la com-
monly known. The Duke and Duchess divide
their time between Paris end Mentone. where they
occupy the picturesque villa. Bosano. both livinga
very retired life, while their eldest son. Gaeton,
Marquis de Choiseul Praelln. has come before the
public quite frequently of late by protesting In
the Parisian newspapers, ana likewise In the Paris
edition of "The New-York Herald," against the use
of the title of "Marquis de Choiseul" by the French
husband of one pt the daughters of the late
Charles Coudert, of New- York.

The name of Choiseul Praslin will always be as-
sociated in the minds of the older generation with
one of the most shocking tragedies of trie reign
of King Louis Philippe, a tragedy which has not
been without exercising a saddening and sombre
Influence upon the present Duke of Choiseul Pras-
tln, Few )is mother, a daughter of the French
FieM Marshal Sebastian!, was hacked to death by
a sword which had belonged to her husband, tho
late Duke, and it was the latter who was arreste4
and charged with her tnunier. the motive for
which was asserted to bo his desire to wed bil
children's Wautiful governess, who. with her repu-
tation absolutely cleared of any voluntary con-
neetlon with the crime, or even of having encour-
aged the attentions of her employer, came to this
country immediately afterward, married a distin-
guished divine of New-York City, one of a trio of
brothers famous in the national affairs of the
I'nited States— namely, tne Rev. Dr. Henry Field—
and now sleeps her last sleep In 'Woodlawn Ceme-
tery.

The duke was arrested and charged with the
murder of his wife. But a week later, before he
could be brought to trial by the Chamber of Peers
or make any avowal, it was announced that he had
"done justice to himself," as they say In France

—
namely, that he had committed suicide by means of
arsenic*] poisoning, in deference. It was said, to the
entreaties of his kinsmen and of his fellow peers,

who besought him to thus preserve both his name
and his caste from the disgrace that would fall
upon both one and the other were he to die th«»
death of a felon at the hand of the public execu-
tioner.

Count's Arrival Recalls Memories of
a Celebrated Tragedy.

To-day, being St. Leopold's Day, Is celebrated in
Belgium and by Belgian legations and consulate*
all the world over as the name day of Klnj
Leopold. In Catholic countries It to not the anni-
versary of the birth, but the day of the paint,

from whom the name is taken that is observed,
and this is the reason why no attention la ac-
corded to April 9, which Is the actual birthday of
the King, all the observances, official and other-
wise, being- reserved for St. Leopold's Day.

This ie the only day In the year that King
Leopold goes to church and attends divine ser-
vice. A special service le celebrated In honor of
the day at the ancient church of Ste. Gudule, at
Brussels, which everybody belonging to the male

sex attends in full uniform. The King Is received
In grand ecclesiastical state by the principal prel-
ates of the kingdoia and by the clergy of the
church at the main entrance of the sacred edifice,
and marches in procession up the central aisle un-
der a magnificent canopy to his seat within the
chancel rail. He carries Inhis hand a gorgeously
bound massbook of somewhat pompous dimensions,
which he peruses with an appearance of devotion
throughout the ceremony, and which on his re-
turn to the palace of Laeken Is locked up once
more out of sight until the recurrence of St.
Leopold's Day twelve months later.

King Leopold will be seventy next April, but.
with his long, white beard, somewhat bent figure
and halting gait, looks older than his actual age.

made a careful Investigation of the homes of
the Perry guests and found, she wrote, "condi-

tions were much more pathetic and deplorable

than the Perry hosts believed could exist." All

the congested tenement districts of this city are
fllihy and enervating- in the extreme, especially
through the heated term. There is practically

r.o chance for the occasional rains and winds
to get into the narrow streets and cool them.
After visiting several homes on the East Bide
a h^t^ss from the country this season declared,
"Bach new place we visited 6eemed worse than
tbe preceding one."

So much for where tho children come from.
Between the missions that have selected and
recommended the children and their kind coun-
try hosts the Fund has acted ac a clearing
hour*, placing the lists from the country with
the right missionaries, planning and paying for
the tripand supervising the 'whole process.

Gratitude is also due to the railroad com-
panies who contributed much to the Fund by
giving cheap rates. Through this kindness from
the so-called "soulless corporations" many hun-
dred children had these fortnights in the coun-
try who would otherwise have missed the
pleasure and benefit of that great change in
their lives during the most oppressive months
of the year. It was largely owing to the keen
interest and kindlypersonal care of the railroad
officials and employes that all *thope miles of
travel were entirely free from mishap.

Xor must the escorts be overlooked who took
the little guests from the missionaries at the
station and attended them on their Journeys till
met by the country hosts. Their eervieces were
given free to the Fund. It is no easy task to
care for a carload of youngsters under twelve,
th*majority brimmlig with mischief, the others
car sick and home sick and needing special at-

tention and sympathy. The general public must
be remembered gratefully also for the constant
Interest and for little act* of kindness and as-
sistance from travelers at the stations and on
the trains.
