On th«* subject of diet he shows what we all
Ifpaay i!, imany races and individuals endowed

with great strength and endurance live on a

Fiinple vegetable diet; but the same is true of

thote who vary it with a certain amount of

meat. Too much meat, he holds, tends to make
people ferocious and degenerate, and shows how
Ftrong Is the gorilla, who lives on a purely vege-

table regimen. Yet it would certainly be diffi-
cult to find nn animal less mild and gentle.
Possibly hip most unhappy selection of an ex-
ample of a simple, primitive "prosperous" peo-
ple is th* Doukhobors. "All their habits," he
pays, "sLow that they have keen minds. They
me particularly r-lean. industrious, frugal and
moral. . . . They are fine agriculturists,

wherever they have been left alone for a short
