As
the Dupont company claims nine-thirteenths of the
stock. itdoes not have to pay this assessment. Tha
hsad of the chemical company is "William C. Pey-
ton, who married a daughter of the late Eugene I.
Dupont. When the California powder companies
were absorbed by the trust the compact between
them for a division of territory ended. The Peyton
company has reached out for new business and. it
is declared, has been successful. The assesment

was levied because of the claim against the com-
par.y by the California Powder Works for $!f>.OCO.

Well known stockholders of the Vigorit Powder
Company, which was absorbed by the trust, a: dis-
satisfied with their treatment by the trust, sad
George A. Moore, former president of the Vigorit
company, declared to-day that he ard, his friends
had been forming an opposition to the trust, and
that this suit would hasten the organization of a
new company.

The
newspaper learns on trustworthy authority that
Mr. Lawion has an organization of agents In fifty
of the largest cities of the country, to whom is
entrusted the duty of purchasing In advance stock
which Mr. Lawson intends to put up in order to
cripple the operators of bucket shops, against whom
the Boston financier cherishes enmity because of

The deductions from the foregoing ar«r that the
food which has the greatest fuel vaiua, which is
the easiest and most thoroughly digested, which
combines most satisfactorily with the foods that
supply those compounds of protelne. the "albumi-
noids" and ••geiatinolds"— "proteld*"—that make
the basts of bone, muscle and other tissues, and
the "extractive*," that act as stimulants and ap-
petiiers. and which costs least per unit of value, is
the most desirable And that rice, in all the?© par-
ticulars, easily surpasses tho various foods !n com-
mon use— beef, wheat and the rest— is demonstra-
ble, for It Is only exceeded in fuel value by sugar,
is whollydigested, and in much less time than any
of the other foods, combine admirably with all,
and Is cheaper per unit of value than any sa\-e
milk, sugar, beans and potatoes. To-day, the
chemistry of food and the knowledge of Its uses is
pretty nearly an exact science, and the evidence to
support these assertions can readily be furnished,
and will be In the next number of this series.

But then is Rtill another phase of this very com-
plex question to be considered, and that is tint a
food may so nearly m?et all of these requirements
as to greatly Jensen Its desirability; for, if nearly
perfect, to use it with othe: foi dc is to unbalance
it—and surely ifone were compelled to subsist on
ambrosia alone, he would soon low the appetite
which is absolutely necessary to gooj digestion.
Thus, wheat Is almost perfectly balanced, and
combining It with other foods greatly impairs its
value; while beef and rice

—
the first entirely lacking

in carbohydrates, and the second inferior to both
wheat and beef in protelne and fats, though richer
in carbohydrates

—
can be profitably associated with

complementary foods, tho beef with rice, for in-
stance, and the rice itself, with the legumes. In
the quality of ease of digestion, rice is superior to
either beef or wheat, elnce It is digested in one
hour, while beef takes three, and wheat bread three
Rnd one-half hours; in fact, all the common arti-
cles of food, corn and oatmeal, turkey and chicken,
oysters, codfish, red snapper and salmon eggs,
apples, and bananas, and tomatoes, etc., /t&ke from
one hour and forty-five minutes to three hours to
digest.

Even the fuel meeting the requirement as to cost
in proportion to its measure of tissue building and
fuel supplying ingredients is not always the cheap-
est, for It may be that it 30 taxes the body aa to
us<? up too much of the energy it furnishes; and.
again, too much of its nutritive ingredients may
escape digestion, and be given off from the body,
instead of being taken into the circulation.

So. It will be seen, a food must be best propor-
tioned, as to its constituents, to the body's needs,

and must be most easily and entirely digested, to

establish a claim to superior healthfulness; and its
greater cheapness is decided by its lesser cost per
unit of nutritive value than ether foods, and Its
greater ratio of availability.

foods which constitute the major portion of that
cost, a matter of great moment. As regards the

firat. there's little doubt that most people eat too

much; but that is not the chief menace to health

found in their diet, for too often it not only has

little to recommend It. save that it is agreeable to

the palate—a. desirable quality, it is true, in that It

is a recognized aid to digestion— lts principal In-
gredients being decidedly injurious to the whole
system.

In the matter of economy, the lowest priced food

Is too frequently mistaken for the cheapest, where-
as only that is tha cheapest which most nearly

furnishes the body with the requisite fuel—or, in
other words, heat and power—at the '.east com-
parative cost: and it must be borne in mind that.
as said in the first of thi.s series, Beven-eighths of
the food consumed are exp&ndtd in the production
of fuel.
