diocesan director of the Society for the Propaga-

tion of the Faith, of the massacre by natives of
two mission priests, three brothers and five eis-
tera, with native converts, in New-Guinea, sev-
eral weeks^ago.

Details of the massacre are embodied in a
k-tter from Bishop Couppe, under whose juris-
diction the missionaries worked. It is written
from Vuna Pope, and statf-s that the bishop, too,
as well as the Governor of th« island was
marked for death.

The massacre took place on a Sunday, In the
mountainous region of the Gazelle Peninsula.Itis believed that there Is a general conspiracy
for the extermination of the whites.

THIRTY THOUSAND DESTITUTE.

Member of Aurora's Crew Lays All
Blame on Russians.

London, Nov. 21.—"The Daily Mail's" Copen-
hagen correspondent recounts a story from a
member of the crew of the Russian cruiser
Aurora, to the effect that Vice-Admiral Rojest-

venaky'a flagship, the Kniaz Souvaroff, mistak-
enly in the fog off Dogger Bank bombarded the
Aurora, whereupon the Aurora, signalling "We

are being fired at," herself fired 350 shells at the

British trawlers and the Russian fleet. This In-

Participation in Peace Conference Depend-
ent on Russia's Action.

COLOMBIA'S PANAMA CLAIM.

Mr. Roosevelt May Be Asked to Arbitrate
Question Raised by Bondholders.

London, Nov. 21.—A movement is on foot to get
President Roosevelt to arbitrate the difference
between Panama and the corporation of foreign
bondholders In regard to the Colombian debt. A
meeting of the Colombia committee of the cor-
poration has been summoned to consider the beft
means of recovery from Panama of a part of the
Slt'.Oo.OOO paid by the United States, and it is pro-
posed to call a public meeting of the Colombian
bondholders for the purpose of requesting Presi-
dent Roosevelt to arbitrate as to the proportion
of this amount the new republic ought to pay
toward the liquidation of Colombia's debt.

PRESIDENT PLEASES GERMANS.

HOLLAND'S ANSWER TO PRESIDENT,

Treaty with Germany To Be Signed
To-day —One with Switzerland.

"Washington. Nov. 21.—The American-German
arbitration treaty will be siened to-morrow at
the State Department by Secretary Hay and
Baron yon Sternburg.

Secretary Hay and Mr. Probst, the Swiss
Charge d"Affaires, signed an arbitration treaty
on behalf of the I'nitod States and Switzerland
to-day. It follows the lines of the Franco-
American treaty.

MORE ARBITRATION,

Second Peace Conference Cordially

Approved by Sweden and Mexico.
Washington. Nov. 21.—One by one the powers

are lining up in hearty support of President

Roosevelt's sußereetion that another session of
The Hague tribunal be held to complete the
work outlined by the first peace congress. Sec-
retary Hay to-day received cordial acceptance

from Sweden and Mexico. The Swedish govern-
ment expresses its gratitude to President Roose-
velt for calling the subject to the attention of

the powers, heartily accepts the invitation and
expresses the opinion that one of the most im-
portant subjects which the court should consider
Is the effect of war on the rights of neutrals

and a definition of contraband of wax. The
official answer of Russia has not yet been re-

ceived.

Justice Scott yesterday on the application of Calvin
Tomkins, president of the Municipal Art Society.

as a taxpayer, for an Injunction restraining John
J. Pallas, as Commissioner of Parks for the Bor-
oughs of Manhattan and Richmond, and McN'am-
ara & Co., from permitting the usa of and using,
respectively, the fence surrounding Bryant Park
for the exhibition of advertisements.

Justice Scott intimated that he did not consider
a taxpayer's action the proper proceeding, but Bald
he would receive briefs. JLawyer Spencer urged

that Park Commissioner Pallas had no authority to

make the agreement with McNamara & Co., tho
advertising contractors, permitting them to display
the advertisements objected to upon tho fence in-
closing tha new Public Library building.

Mr. Tomkins, in his complaint, sets forth that
the agreement between the Park Commissioner and
the other defendants was executed on January 25,

1304. the Park Department to receive lI.GOQ a year
for ths advertising privileges, the agreement and
privileges not to be assigned without tho written
consent of the department.

Neither the charter of the city of New-York, the
rules of tho Park Board nor the ordinances of the
Board of Aldermen contain, it is alleged, any pro-
vision authorizing tha Commissioner of Parks for
Manhattan and Richmond to make any such agree-
ment, which. It is also contended, was made with-
out any advertisement for sealed, bids or pursuant
to public auction.

"The said advertl9ements have been and are,'"

tho complaint state.*, "of such a character as to
quickly catch th« eye of the public passing the
said fence, and. for that purpose, their lettering is
large and often fantastical and displeasing to *h<s
eye; they are often composed in part of poorly
drawn and painted representations or pictures of
the article advertised, which are at times offensive
to th-: tast-, and they are painted in various force-
ful, glaring and displeasing colors, predominantly
in red and yellow."

The defendant* it is alleged, in permitting th<»
posting of advertisements giving notice of persona
having skill in the treatment or cure of disease, or
giving notico of the sale of any nostrum or medi-
cine, have disobeyed the ordinance of the Board of
Aldermen.

"It is important," ih© complaint continues, "to
tho welfare of the city of New-York that It should
maintain, so far as possible, and especially In Us
civic buildings and holdings, a Jlglx standard of
beauty," while "the result of the action of tha
defendant. I'.illas, as Commissioner, .is aforesaid. . . is to lower such standard and produce a dis-
tinct injury to the city and to Its citizens."

Mr. Spencer submitted affidavits from Mr. Tom-
kins and others n-> to the offenslveness and had
taste displayed in the advertisements posted on the
fence.

Justice Scott Intimated that he thought the action
by a taxpayer would not lie. as thero was no
charge of waste.

Assistant Corporation Counsel William P. Burr.In opposing the application for an injunction, said
that the i'ark Commissioner had ample authority
to make the agreement and grant the license to
MoNamara & Hart under tliostatute, and the rules
and regulations of the Park Department, as the
fence was merely a temporary one and brought in
an Income to tho city. There was io allegation, heContended, made, by the- plaintiff of any fraudulent
or collusive agreement between tho Park Commis-
sioner mid the other defendants, and for that rea-
SOB. as well as for the fact that there was no alle-gation of waste, a taxpayer' a action way untenableTh« granting of the license was perfectly legal
Mr. Burr .said, and the worst that could be put for-
ward against the advertisements was that they
were not In good taste, but that In Itself was not
sufficient to sustain such a suit as that of Mr
Tomkina Besides, he Bald, it was not urged thatth« advertising was a nuUance.

Justice Scott received the papers in the case.

PARK FENCE ARGUMENT.

Doxcie EdX'ommiuiicates the Rev.

Mr. Warszawiak.
Word was received last Wednesday from John

Alexander Dowie, at Zlon City, that tne Rev.

Hermann Warszawiak, who had been his mis-
sionary among the Jews of this city, should be
excommunicated from the Christian Catholic
Church of Zlon.
It was said yesterday by George L. Mason,

overseer of the New-York branch of the Chris-
tian Catholic Church of Zion, that a special

board of inquiry was held at the New-York
headquarters of the Zlon Church last week, in
the Flatlron Building.

The report of the Inquiry was forwarded to
the First Apostle (Dowie), who promptly ordered
the New-York branch to excommunicate Wars-
zawiak and Max Magi!, his alleged secretary.

A member of Dowie's church In this city
said last night that Warszawlak had been doing
independent missionary work since he left the
service of the late Dr. John Hall, of the Fifth
Avenue Presbyterian Church, and when Dowie
came here to convert New-Yorkers. He
Ka.ined the friendship of Dowie and was en-
gaped at a large salary to work for the Church
of Zlon. The Zionist said also that Dowie had
given Warszawiak several sums ot money.
