"Muslin Toast" a Delicate Dish—Brighten-
ing Up Parsley —Pretty Centrepiece.

An Inexpensive yet pretty and suitable centre-

piece for a Thanksgiving dinner table is a rich
yellowpumpkin whose Interior has been taken for
pie. It should be filled with dark and light Krapes

and other fruit, arranged with an eye to color.
For a family feast day. such as Thanksgiving,

some little surprise served at dinner adds much to

the holiday .spirit. For Instance, if children dine
with their elders they are usually (and properly)
denied tho cheese course. But they may partake
freely of cream or cottage cheese, as It Is as easy
to digest as ordinary cheese is difficult. The five
cent rolls of this cheese, if fresh, may be made as
smooth and nice as the more expensive kind by
working over with a little rr»am or swept butter.
If two rolls are worked together in this way, and
the shape changed to square. It willbe equal to a
cheese Of double the cost.

'Muslin toast" and small Individual rolls of butter
should be passed with whatever kind of cheese «s
served. Unless the butter is above reproach, it
phould be worked in a little bicarbonate of soda and
water to sweeten it before making It into pats.
For Thanksgiving it is even worth while to churn
a 10 cent Jarful of cream with an eg-- beater into
fresh utter.

For "muslin toast" have ready a thoroughly stalo
loaf of bread the shape to yield nice slices. Cut
these literally "?s thin as a wafer." spread them
out on a flat pan nnd allow them to dry on the shelf
over the lire, or put them In a cool oven for a few
moments. Keep thr oven hot after removing the
turkey, and about five minutes before the cheesecourse take the bread from the pan, place the pan
on the top shelf of the oven, and when Itis very hot
put in the slices of bread. They will curl up and
become a delicate brown in a minute.
