The two signs "l-'ree Lunch AllDay" and "Hotel
for Gentlemen Only." divide the attention of pe-
destrians who pass a hotel on the lower West
Sic... One of the "Weary Willie" contingent halted
before the "Free Lunch" sign the other day and
experienced a thrill of hopefulness that he might
abate hi hunger, but when bis gaze had wandered
to the other Indicating that only "gentlemen" were
sppclnVally Invited to the hospitalities of the place,
he was heard to say, "Not for me; not for me!"

For the first time since they have been In use
on the elevated roads, the track signals for "ec
ahead" and "slow up" have been changed. Here-
tofore white has been the "all clear" signal, green
the "go slow" signal and red the danger signal.
Complaint has been made by the motormen that,
In case the red slide should drop out of tho danger
or green signal box, as it has been known to do,

the white light would show, indicating a clear
track, when there was really danger of an acci-
dent if the train should continue going ahead.
Hence th» changing of the signals. Green la now
the "all clear" signal, the white being entirely
eliminated, bellow is now the "caution" signal.
So that if a motorman sees a white light ahead he
knows there Is something wrong and brings his
train to a stop.
