McAdoo Calls West Side, and Bronx

Officers to Headquarter*.
Much conjecture was created by Commissioner

McAdoo's action yesterday In summoning to Po-

lice Headquarters inspectors and captains of the

West Side arid The Bronx. The impression pro-
vails that there is to be a shake-up, and that
Captain Hussey. the "model captain," who is
away on a vacation, willnot return to his com-
mand, the Weft Forty-seventh-st. station.

At the conference with Commissioner McAdoo,

which lasted an hour, were Chief Inspector Cort-
riKht, Inspectors Brooks, Walsh and Albertson,

Captain Cottrell. of the West Thirtieih-st. sta-
tion; Captain Tigrbe. of the Mercer-st.; Captain
McNally. of the Church-st.; Acting Captain

Fltzpatrick. of the West Portjr-seventh-st, and
Acting Captain Thompson, of the West Sixty-

<i«:hth-st. stations.
None of the Inspectors or captains would dis-

cuss what was talked about, and Comrnissionfcr
McAdoo would Pay only that the purpose of the
gathering was to have a "general police talk."

"There will 'jo ;.o transfers before Monday
next," said th*! Commissioner, and, as an after-
thought, b« added. "There will be none in the
next few days, if at all."

When asked if he had taken Inspector Walsh
to task for allowingopen vice on the West Side
and an increased operation of disorderly houses
and poolrooms, particularly in the Weft
Thirtieth-st. and West Porty-seventh-st. pre-
cincts, Commissioner sfcAdOO evaded replying.
