'tart of the contest owing to the pacing machine
MacLean was to follow going wrong. Itwas IHiaMfi
to send the men off to an even start, and the pistol
went off with MacLean about fifty yards before his
opponent. In the first three miles Walthour hail
gained about ten yards on MacLean, when a weak
tire caused the former to lose his pace. MacLean
ha<3 gained six lap* before Walthour exchanged
wheels. In the fourteenth mile MacLean had to
change his wheel, and lost four laps. The excite-
ment became intense.
