Characieristics of Recent Popular
Productions.

Paris, November 22.

The Paria pikyhouses, after the preliminary
hese @ ceuvres and lyric cocktails in-
offersd each autumn In the opening
of the season, have at last reached the
oourse of the year's theatrical

indicate the tendency of the stage and the taste
of the French pubila. The tendency seems to be
toward & general but well mannered relaxation
of morality; and the taste of fashionable theatri-
cal avdiences demands audacities expressed in
gracefu! language and neatly polished dialogue.

“Notre Jeunesse,” the four act comedy by Al-
fred Capus, brought out at the Théfitre Fran-
cals last Wednesday, is so far the most impor-
tant suocess of the season. The theme is sup-
plied by & somewhat misunderstood young wife
adopting her husband’s illegitimate daughter,
and this is sccomplished without blasts of
rhetoric or sentimental »~hraseology, but simply
and naturally, almost like an everyday func-
tion of ultra-modern Parisian life. There is a
complete absence of the old school melodramatic
atmosphere in which Dumas loved to place his
“Anthonies” and other illegitimate offspring.
Well bred soclety to-day accepts with a.com--
placent smile a situation that the more rigid
and more hypocritical morality of the last
generation of Parisians would never have al-
Jowed to be presented to them at the Comédie
Frangaise, where they are accustomed to pass
the evening at least once 2 month with their
wives and daughters.

“Notre Jeunesse” marks the advent of Alfred
Capus at the Théftre Francais—the dramatist’s
last station before arriving at the French
Academy—and the success is so great that the
play will In all probability be given next season
in New-York and in London. The story is senti-
mental, and the conclusion i happy and op-
timistic. Mme. de Roine is a benevolent, kind-
hearted, broad-minded widow of fifty. She and
her bachelor brother, Chartier, are passing the
summer at their cosey little villa at fashionable
Trouville. Their guests include the Briant
family, Besancon manufacturers, consisting of
Briant pére, his son Lucien. and the latter's
charming and attractive wife, Héléne, who, mis-
understood and neglected by her husband, leads
a lonely existence amid uncongenial surround-
ings; for, besides being bullled by her can-
tanierous, despotic. old fashioned father-in-law,
her marriage is a childless one. “I have been
an {rreproachable wife!” she exclaims, “and,
what is exceedingly dangerous, I am just begin-
ning to find it out!”

Chartier s an old college chum of Lucien
Briant, and they chat familiarly together of the
gay escapades of their student days in the Latin
Quarter. Lucien is a pessimist. He is sad and
suspicious, and is under the complete domination
of his tyrannical father, who awes him by his
continual contempt of modern people and of
up-to-date ideas.  The sojourn at Trouville is a
rare bit of sunshine in the existence of Héiéne,
and there is a delightful glimpse of seaside
flirtation, from which nevertheless Hél@ne
emerges unscathed. It appears from the con-
versations of Lucien and Chartier that in the
old student days Lucien had an intimacy with
a girl named Léontine. The rupture which en-
rued because of Lucien's marriage with Héléne
was a _painful one, and although there was an
fllegitimate daughter Lucien had passed seven-
teen years without news of Léontine. Suddenly
a young girl arrives at the villa at Trouville,
having come from a distant village in Burgundy.
This is the daughter of Léontine and of Lucien
Briant. How does it happen that the girl thus
drops into the villa like a falling star? Simply
because her mother is dead. and. left without
resources, she comes to Chartier, whom her
mother had often spoken of as “a good friend,
to whom she might some day apply for advice
and help.” The girl’s name is Luclenne. She is
well educated, pure minded and courageous.

*“Can you aid me to find a place as governess?’
she asks him.

“Shalil I speak to your father?
my villa.”

*“No. He does ot know me. My mother with
her dyving words enicined me not to bother him
or to cause him trouble. I do net wish to see
him!”

Chartier {8 charmed by the young girl and
decides to help her. He promises to keep her
secret, and to confide it to no.one except to his
kind hearted sister, Mme. de Roine. While they
are thus talking Lucien Briant, the father, who
does not know his daughter. because he only
saw her years ago, when sha was an infant, en-
ters the room. Not a word is uttered, but by
a simple glance and gesture Lucienne becomes
instinctively conscious that she is in the pres-
ence of her father, and this dumb scene ef-
fectively closes the first act. Through the kind-
ness of Mme. de Roine a vlace is found for
Lucienne with a lady who is about to leave for
South America, the young girl having refused
to recelve & small sum from her father, who is
in a terrible fright lest his wife, Héléne, should
learn of the existence of his illegitimate daugh-
ter. Mcanwhile Hél2ne complains to her friend
Mme. de Rolne of her lonely life. of her unsym-
pathetic husband, of her tyrannical father-in-
law, and expresses regret that she has no child
to fill the void of her existence, saying: *Oh!
If I only had a child! 1 have often thought of
adopting one!”

Whereupon the good
*“Why, 1 have one all

*“Indeed ?”

“Yes, it is a child of your husband.”

“Good gracious!” !

Here the details of Luclen’s Latin Quarter
escapade are explalned.

“How old is the child?’

“Seventeen.”

“an! It is a girl, then?”

*Yes.”

“Can 1 see her?”

Jt §is then arranged that Heléne -hall pass
for the lady who is about to engage Lucienne
to accompany her to Rio Plata. Luclenne is
brouzht face to face with her father's wife.
The meeting s curious. Hel2ne becomes fasci-
nated with Luclenne and decides to adopt her.
She reveuls her identity to her husband’s il-
jegitimate daughter, and in a touching and ef-
fertive scene, admirably acted by Mme. Bartet
and Mlle. Piérat, the two fall into each other's
arms. In the fourth act comes the scene bhe-
tween the daughter and the father, who is at
last convinced his wife that the best solu-
tion is to adopt her. This by no means suits
the cantankerous old Briant pére. who, waxing
furious at these uitra-modern ideas of concilia-
tion, quits the house forever in a fit of passion
and leaves the young couple to thelr own de-
wvices. Such i= the bare outline of *“Notre
Jeunesse,” This slight and fragile plot is, how-
ever, worked out with dainty finish, from which
is exhaled the deligntful esprit and humor that
seldom fail to captivate the Parisian public,

called “Maman Colibri” (“Mamma Humming-
bird”). It is the story of a flighty and “misun-
derstood” thirty-eight-year-old wife of a dry,
mathematical, hardworking busineas man, who
falls in love with a physically attractive, but
mentally and morally repulsive, college comrade
of her son. It Is a romance of January and
June. The sentimental mother quits husband,
children and home to follow the youth of twen-
ty-two to Algiers, where he is called to perform
his military service in the Chasseurs d’'Afrique.
Discovering that she is being supplanted in her
lover's affectione by a flirtatious young Amer-
lean girl, Miss Deacon, she stealthily quits
Algiers, and returns to Paris, where, after con-
siderable difficulty, she is received by her son,
who has been married and whose newly born
infant—Maman  Colibri’s  grandson—becomes
the hyphen of reconciliation. Here, however,
the grandfather, Maman Colibri’'s husband,
leaves the house in irreconcilable anger, just as
in “Notre Jeunesse” the equally inflexible and
inexorable grandfather, Briant pére, quits the
villa at Trouville. There may be many Maman
Colibris in Paris, but they usually avoid scan-
dals, and women of such full blown maturity are
seldom feoollsh enough to abandon their grown
up families for dainty little dudes scarcely out
of their teens.

Maurice Donnay, whose plays never attain
that active, logical mechanism and rapid move-
ment that American audiences demand, but who
places his characters in a delicious atmosphere
of feeling and delicate sensibility, has produced
at the Renaissance a comedy called “L'Esca-
lade,” delightfully acted by Lucien Guitry and
Marthe Brandes, in which a “misunderstood”
wife, beautiful, capricious and worldly, falls in
love and consoles herself with a chémist who
professes to analyze the passion of love.

At the Thélitre Athénée two little known
dramatists, Messrs. Peter and Dancoy, have
brought out a play called “Chiffon,” in which a
sentimental voung woman, devoted to her hus-
band, a brilliant diplomatist, flirts and misbe-
haves herself with a young stranger out of
revenge for her husband’s supposed but imag-
inary infidelity.

The Porte Saint-Martin is drawing good
houses with the revival of a good old fashloned
military melodrama entitled “Napoleon,’” writ-
ten by the late Martin Laya, which proceeds at
a sort of hand gallop through all the episodes
of Napoleon's carcer. It is a vivid Napoleonic
cinematograph in forty tableaus, and shows
that the popular taste still clings to grand, mar-
tial, spectacular shows with drums, musketry
volleys, dazzling uniforms, gold lace and fine
feathers.

GRAND CORDON FOR J. P. MORGAN.

Order of Lazarus Given to New-York Banker
for Return of Cope.

Rome, Deo. 3.—It is officially announced that King
Victor Emmanuel has conferred the Grand Cordon
of Saints Maurice and Lazarus on J. Pierpont
Morgan in recognition of Italy’s gratitude for the
return by Mr. Morgan to the Italian government of
the famous cope which was stolen from the Cathe-
dral of Ascoli In 1902, and subsequently purchased
by Mr. Morgan. It is asserted tha® the government
will have a gold medal struck in commemoration
of the return. and will present it to Mr. Morgan.

FALSE PAINTINGS SOLD IN FRANCE.

Many Americans Victims — Authorities
Prosecute Sellers.

Paris, Dec. 3.—The extensive trade in false paint-
ings, apparently signed by famous artists, has led
the authorities here to enter upon a vigorous cam-
paign for its suppression. Judge Boucard, who s
directing the prosecutions, has caused the seizure
of a number of alleged Corot, Diaz, Daubigny and
Rousseau paintings. Several Americans are among
the sufferers.

PRINCE HUMBERT'S CHRISTENING.

Many Members of Royal Families at Rome—
Prelate May Be Honored.

Rome, Dec. 3.-—-Great preparations are being made
for the christening to-morrcw of the Crown Prince,
Prince Humbert of Pledmont. Among the mem-
bers of royal familles who have arrived here the
central figurs is Prince Nicholas of Montenegro, the
Crown Prince’s grandfather, who is highly popular
in Rome. The Montenegrin ruler is accompanied by
several members of his family. Prince Albert
of Prussia has arrived here with a large suite. He
is the bearnar of an autograph letter from Emperor

Wiililam. Prince Arthur of Connaught has also
reached Rome, together with the Duke of Oporto,
who 1s a cousin of the King, and Prince Victor
Napoleon, another cousin of his majesty. All these
went to the Pantheon to-day and deposited wreaths
¢n the tombs of King Victor Emmanue! and King
| Jiumbert.

All the Italian royal princes, with the exception
. 0f the Duke of Aosta, who is detained at Turin by

the fact that the duchess is suffering from an at-
teck of pneumonia, have arrived here.

It is yumored that among the decorations which
King Victor Emmanuel will confer in honor of the
oceasion is the Coliar of the Annunziata Order on

Cardinal Richelmy, Arc of Tarin, whieh
would be another step for n tha cordial rela-
tions now existng betwen irch and state. This
would re-es ish the custom of the ancient King-
dom of Sardinia, when the Archbishop of Turin,
who was a Senator, wore the Collar of the An-
pungista.

STILL  NO  TRANSFERS,

N. Y. C. Railway Defiant—Associ-
ations Join Fight.

There was no change in the transfer situation
yesterday. The New-York City Railway Company,
of which H. H. Vreeland is president, continued
to violate the law, as interpreted by the highest
courts, by refusing transfers at disputed points.
An employe of the legal department, who was the
only one of the officers seen yesterday who would
talk, sald that the company was going to see
whether it was cheaper to pay pcnalties than to
{ssue transfers. Transfers were refured to a
Tribune reporter yesterday afternoon from a
Broadway car to the Twenty-third-st. crosstown
line; from the Third-ave. line both to Twenty-
third and Forty-second sts., and at several of the
other points in dispute.

It was sald vesterday that at least one of the
municipal associations which have been fighting for
universal transfers in Manhattan would take formal
action against the street railway people. This can
take but two forms. One is to take charge of the
cases of individual citizens who demand transfers,
are refused and try to claim the penalties. The
other is to arouse public sentiment against the
New-York City Railway Company as a powerful
corporation violating the law as finally interpreted
by the Court of Appeais. One or the other of these
means will probably be employed next week.

Luke O'Reilly, the lawyer, who brought the trans-
fer suit against the Brooklyn Heights Railroad
which was decided in hls favor by the Court of
Appeals last week. declared yesterday his inten-
tion of bringing a legal action to determine the
validity of the abrogation by the mrooklyn Heights
Railroad of the lease of the Nassau Railroad. He
believes that the lines of the latter are still con-
trolled and operated by the former.

By the abrogation of the Nassau lease the Brook-
lyn Heights company evades the issuing of many
transfers under the law as interpreted by the Court
of Appeals.

MINERS FALL SEVEN HUNDRED FEET.

Three Killed by Breaking of a Cable at
Tuloquon, W. Va.

Huntington, W. Va,, Dec. 3.—The breaking of a
cable at the Loop River mines at Tuloquon, near
Welch, this morning, dashed three miners on the
rocks, seven hundred feet below, killing them all
instantly. A searching party, an hour later, found
their bodies, crushed and mangled beyond recogni-
tion, on the rocks at the bottom of the precipice.

The names of the dead are John Winters, Harry
Wolhurn and Heny Clay, colored.

The accident caused a general cessation of work
in the mines, the three hundred men employved re-
fusing to work until after the burial of the dead.
The mine superintendent cannot account for the
breaking of the cable.

NO CHA.B:GE AGAINST PRISONER.

No Excuse Known for Keeping Man in Jail
for Eight Years.

Indianapolis, Dec. 3.—Samuel Willlams has been
a prisoner in the Carroll County jail at Delphl for
nearly eight years, and there has never been any
charge of crime against him, as far as s now
known. If he was ever charged with any crime,
the record of it has been lost. as no commitment
to the jall is in existence. For nearly four years
of this time Williams was kept in a cell, and even
the privileges of the corridors were denled him.

An investigation which was started this week
shows that Williams was an epileptic and that he
wus placed in jail presumably to keep him from
doing himself injury. The present Sheriff, who is
just completing two terms of two years each, found
him in the jail and admitted him to the open alr,
and he has been doing odd jobs near the jall for
several months, and thus earning something for
himself. During his epileptic fits he was regarded
as dangerous, but these are less frequent now and
his general health is good. An order of the court
for his release is to be secured at once.

MINIATURE WORLD'S FAIR HERE

Features of St. Louis Exposition To Be Seen
in Madison Square Garden.

Arrangements have been made whereby New-
Yorkers will have an opportunity to see many in-
teresting features of the World's Fair. These will
be gathered together in Madison E£juare Garden,
beginning December 17, and remain there for two
weeks. This exhibition will irclude the principal
gold medal attractions from the French, Italian,
German, Japanese, Austrian and other foreign ex-

hibits. Among the many features will be the
Visayan vill including the origmnal Fillpino Or-
chestra of s teen men. and the principal attrac-
tion of the Philippine exhibit at the fair. The en-

tire Visayan village is here by speclal permission
from the Civil Governor of the Philippines, Three
of the ‘nipa’” huts, just as built by the Visayans
at St. Louis, are being transported entire, and will
be erected in the Garden.

The Cliff Dwellers’ exhibit, of interest to ethnolo-
gists and arch®ologists, will be enlivened by daily

illustrations of the rattlesnake dance, with live
reptiles, under the supervision of the Indian ma-
gician, the chief medicine man. Then there will be
t} Patagonian Indians and the South African

pygmies, lLovers of art will be attracted by prize
winning exhibits in the art galleries. Another at-
traction will be a duplication of the famous Pike.
The entire basement of the Garden is to be given
over to this purpose.

Twice a day the members of the various villages
will gather in the International Plaza, to which a
portion of the Garden will be devoted, and while
there will practise their native open air pastimes.

FOR OPEN SCHOOLS ON SUNDAYS.

Dr. Leipziger Thinks They Should Be Used
for “Uplifting Addresses.”

Dr. Henry M. Leipziger, Supervisor of Lectures,
last night dellvered the third of the series of Sat-
urday evening lectures at Cooper Institutes on edu-
cational toples. The subject was *‘School Exten-
sion and Adult Education.” Dr. Leipaziger said In

part:
During tbe last generatfon th
B e conce
the public school has undergone a mar\‘ ‘-ﬁtwl\?: o?&g

tension. The school curriculum has bee ad-
ened. No longer do the three “R's” hold uy?di:;:;';t“‘l
sway. According to present day theories, the whole
boy must go to school, and the hand and eve must
be trained as well as the heart and head. The
ideal of the present curriculum is to prepare the
child for life, and not merely for examinations
The extension as indicated in the curriculum is
t&;rl'her shown by the character of the schools
Until eight years ago there were no free high
schools. Now thre are twenty-one, and these in-
clude two commercial high schools and two tech-
nical high schools, one of which is for girls. Ten
years ago there were no kindergartens in New-
York. Now there are over four hundred. Further
by the establishment of evening schools oppor:
tunity is afforded to those who are obliged to work
and also to those who have come to our shores
after school age. In order that the costly school
equipment be not idle in the vacation terms, ahout
five vears ago vacation schools were established
giving the children a love of nature, directing thelr
play. looking after their physical development and
pmp!oymg their hands on works of art and skill

In New-York the uses of the school have bheen
still further hroadened by provision for the educa-
tion of adults commonly known as “free lectures to
the people.” Of the school population of our land
only abont 1% per cent are enabled to attend the
higher institutions of learning. Fourteen vears ago
the free lecture movement was u-ul:nivély begun
in six schoolhouses Daring the last vear there
were 140 places where systematic courses of lect-
ures were given, and to the 4,665 lectures there
came an attendance of 1,134,000,

In ending his lecture Dr. Leipziger made a plea
for better auditoriums in the schoolhouses, saying
that there should be no necessity for citizens de-
siring to add to their culture to sit in low and il
ventilated and unattractive schools or to elimb
sixty or seventy steps, to sit on benches made for

children. “The extension of the schoo! for these
varied purposes,” he said, “makes the schoolhouse
what it reaily should be, a social centre for the
comnmunity. That we are approaching such an
jdeal may be inferred from the fact that some of
the schoolhouses In the crowded districts are open
on Sunday. If the museum and library are open on
Sunday, why should not the schooihouse, too, be
open on Sunday afternoon, and in its main hall
the people be gathered to lsten to an unliftin

address of a biographical, historical or ethica

nature? The schoolhouse of the future, then, is
not to be a mere place for Instruction of children

but also a resort for the continued culture of men
and women.”
